Title:	Update to Cancellation / Non-Renewal State Amendatory Endorsements
There is a revision to AIG Programs’ proprietary Cancellation / Non-Renewal State Amendatory Endorsements as follows:
Louisiana Amendatory Endorsement – Form 78807 (12-25) 
Effective Date for Use – 7/1/26
Applicability – Admitted (not applicable to Surplus Lines)


Important Note – there are several key changes incorporated into this version as follows:
· Louisiana has increased the required advance notice time for cancellations and non-renewals from 30 days to 60 days.
· Louisiana has rescinded the previous requirement that these provisions apply to surplus lines.  As such this Amendatory Endorsement is to apply to admitted business only.
Implementation & Availability:
Please note that you can locate copies of all our proprietary C/NR Amendatory Forms on the Program Administrator Website (aigprograms.net), under the “Compliance” section and within the “State Regulatory Endorsements” pages (noting that 2 separate pages exist for Cancellation/Non-Renewal Endorsements vs Miscellaneous Endorsements/Notices).  In addition to providing a copy of the Amendatory Form, the PA Website indicates if the Form is applicable to admitted, surplus lines or both.
For Program Administrators using Majesco Policy System (MPS), please note that the new form will automatically be included on applicable policies upon its system implementation so MPS users need not take any additional action until this change is implemented for you.
For Program Administrators using your own proprietary policy issuance system, please implement this form immediately per the business rules outlined above.   

Important Note Regarding AIG Cancellation / Non-Renewal Amendatory Endorsements -Please be reminded that the AIG Cancellation / Non-renewal State Amendatory Endorsements are to be used on AIG proprietary developed products/policies only.  These are not for use with ISO or AAIS products.  ISO and AAIS policies should be issued using the “State Changes” endorsements developed by ISO / AAIS to address state-specific cancellation/non-renewal and other provisions.  If your policies are a combination of ISO / AAIS and AIG proprietary products, the base policy coverage terms and conditions (i.e. the forms for which cancellation/non-renewal policy provisions are addressed) should determine whether to use the AIG developed State Amendatory Endorsements or ISO / AAIS developed State Changes endorsements.  If there is a question as to which endorsement is to be used for “combination” policies, please default to using the ISO or AAIS State Changes endorsements.

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ENDORSEMENT

LOUISIANA AMENDATORY ENDORSEMENT


Wherever used in this endorsement: 1) "Insurer" means the insurance company which issued this policy;  and 2)"First Named Insured" and "Insured" mean the Named Corporation, Named Organization, Named Entity, Named Sponsor, Named Insured, or Insured stated in the declarations page; and 3) "Other Insured(s)" means all other persons or entities afforded coverage under the policy.


The following is added and supersedes any provision to the contrary:


A.
The First Named Insured may cancel this policy by mailing or delivering to the Insurer advance written notice of cancellation.


Within thirty days following such cancellation the insurer shall pay to the insured or to the person entitled thereto as shown by the insurer's records, any unearned portion of any premium paid on the policy as computed on a pro rata basis unless otherwise stated in the policy.  If no premium has been paid on the policy, the insured shall be liable to the insurer for premium for the period during which the policy was in force.


B.
CANCELLATION OF NEW POLICIES IN EFFECT FOR LESS THAN SIXTY (60) DAYS


If this policy has been in effect for less than sixty (60) days and is not a renewal, the Insurer may cancel this policy for any reason, by mailing or delivering to the First Named Insured written notice of cancellation at least ten (10) days before the effective date of cancellation due to the nonpayment of premium and at least sixty (60) days before the effective date of cancellation for any other reason.  Like notice must also be delivered or mailed to each mortgagee, pledge or other known person shown in the policy to have an interest in any loss which may occur.

C.
CANCELLATION OF RENEWAL POLICIES AND NEW POLICIES IN EFFECT FOR SIXTY (60) DAYS OR MORE


If this policy has been in effect for sixty (60) days or more, or is a renewal of a policy the Insurer issued, the Insurer may cancel only for one or more of the following reasons:


(1)
Nonpayment of premium;


(2)
Fraud or material misrepresentation made by, or with the knowledge of, the First Named Insured or Other Insured(s) in obtaining the policy, continuing the policy, or in presenting a claim under a policy;


(3)
Activities or omissions by the First Named Insured which change or increase any hazard insured against, (including a failure to comply with loss control recommendations);


(4)
Change in the risk which increases the risk of loss after the Insurer issued or renewed this policy, including an increase in exposure due to regulation, legislation, or court decision;


(5)
Determination by the Commissioner of Insurance that the continuation of this policy would jeopardize the solvency of the Insurer or would place the Insurer in violation of the insurance laws of this or any other state;


(6)
The violation or breach of any policy terms or conditions by the Insured or Other Insured(s); or


(7)
Any other reasons that are approved by the Commissioner of Insurance.


The Insurer will mail or deliver written notice of cancellation under item C to the First Named Insured or to his representative in charge of the subject of the insurance at least:


(a)
Ten (10) days before the effective date of cancellation if the Insurer cancels for nonpayment of premium; or


(b) Sixty (60) days before the effective date of cancellation if the insurer cancels for a reason described in C.(2) through (7) above.


The Insurer shall include in the notice the reason for cancellation.


Like notice must also be delivered or mailed to each mortgagee, pledgee or other known person shown in the policy to have an interest in any loss which may occur.

D.
THE FOLLOWING IS ADDED:


NONRENEWAL


1. If the Insurer decides not to renew this policy, the Insurer will mail or deliver written notice of nonrenewal to the First Named Insured at the address shown on the policy, at least sixty (60) days before its expiration date, or its anniversary date if it is a policy written for a term of more than one year or with no fixed expiration date.  The Insurer shall include in the notice the reason for nonrenewal. 


Like notice must also be delivered or mailed to each mortgagee, pledgee or other known person shown in the policy to have an interest in any loss which may occur. For purposes of this Paragraph, “delivered” includes electronic transmittal, facsimile, or personal delivery.

2.
The Insurer need not mail or deliver this notice if:


(a)
The Insurer or another company within the same insurance group has offered to issue a renewal policy; or


(b)
The First Named Insured has obtained replacement coverage or has agreed in writing to obtain replacement coverage.


3.
Any notice of nonrenewal will be mailed or delivered to the First Named Insured at the last mailing address known to the Insurer.  If notice is mailed, proof of mailing will be sufficient proof of notice.


4.
Such notice shall include the insured’s loss run information for the period the policy has been in force within, but not to exceed, the last three years of coverage.


All other terms, conditions and exclusions remain unchanged.
