The Indiana Patient Compensation Fund (PCF) has released its rates for Hospitals and Physicians to be effective for policies effective on or after April 1, 2013.

Please update your records and be sure to calculate the correct rate for any accounts participating in the Indiana PCF.
Also, please note, that in December 2012 the fund converted to an electronic system, details are in the attached.

As a reminder, this fund is voluntary on the part of the healthcare provider but has very strict reporting requirement deadlines if participating.
