Title: Employment Practices Liability Insurance (EPLI) Exclusion Use


For those Program Administrators with the authority to offer Employment Practices Liability Insurance (EPLI) coverage within their Program(s), AIG Programs provides our Employment Practices Liability coverage through our partnership with Hartford Steam Boiler (HSB).  

Currently, EPLI coverage is excluded on our General Liability policy when the EPLI coverage endorsement is not specifically selected and applied. The exclusion is applied to the policy via endorsement. The following are the applicable EPLI exclusion endorsements:

1. CG 21 47 12 07 – Employment Related Practices Exclusion applicable to all states except TX and WA
2. CG 26 39 12 07 – Texas Changes Employment Related Practices Exclusion applicable in TX
3. CG 01 97 12 07 – Washington Changes - Employment Related Practices Exclusion applicable in WA

Our past practice has been to keep the EPLI exclusion endorsement on the policy when the EPLI coverage is purchased and added to the policy via coverage endorsement.  We have re-evaluated the need for maintaining the exclusion on the policy when EPLI coverage applies and have determined that a change is necessary to clarify coverage intent.  For policies effective 5/1/2024 and after, the Majesco Policy System (MPS) will no longer attach the exclusion endorsement when the coverage endorsement is purchased and selected.  The EPLI exclusion will remain mandatory when EPLI coverage has not been purchased or selected. 

For those Program Administrators that use their own policy issuance system for General Liability, please update your system in accordance with the above process.
