Title:	 AIG Programs Standard Umbrella and Umbrella Prime Policy Updates 

Please note that AIG Programs has made several changes to both the Standard Umbrella and the Umbrella Prime products as follows:

1. Umbrella Prime is approved in the State of Washington:

· Effective immediately, please begin quoting and issuing all admitted new business umbrella policies in Washington on Umbrella Prime form 80517 (11/09).  
· Admitted renewal policies that are transitioning from Standard Umbrella to Umbrella Prime will require a Conditional Renewal notification advising the insured of the coverage form transition.  To afford the necessary advance notice, please begin quoting Washington renewals with policy effective dates of 5/1/16 and later on Umbrella Prime.  
· In Bulletin 15 UM (issued on 04/15/15), we provided you with the Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice (attached below) which outlines the differences between Standard Umbrella form 57697 (10/04) and Umbrella Prime 80517 (11/09).  Please include the Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice with the Conditional Renewal notification sent to policyholders. You may also include the Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice with your quotes and issued policy.    
· An updated version of the Umbrella Prime Mandatory and Optional forms list is attached.  This list will be updated as additional endorsements are filed and approved in the State of Washington.  

Please Note: The only states which remain on Standard Umbrella form 57697 (10/04) are Alaska and Vermont.  As a reminder, Virginia uses Umbrella Prime form 105850 (02/11).

2. The Act of Terrorism Self-Insured Retention Endorsements for both Standard Umbrella and Umbrella Prime have been updated: 

· The Standard Umbrella Act of Terrorism Self-Insured Retention form 81256 (09/15) is now approved in Vermont, but it has not yet been approved in Alaska.  Please continue to use form 81256 (03/06) in Alaska.
· The Umbrella Prime Act of Terrorism Self-Insured Retention form 83049 (09/15) is approved  in all jurisdictions where Umbrella Prime is approved except Florida, Illinois, Ohio, Oklahoma, Virginia and Washington.  
· In Washington, please use Act of Terrorism Self-Insured Retention Endorsement (Washington Only) form 118598 (12/14).  Cover-All has been programmed to automatically attach this to Washington policies.
· For Florida, Illinois, Ohio, Oklahoma and Virginia, please review the Umbrella Prime Mandatory and Optional forms list attached below for the state specific versions to be used in these states.  

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]An Auto Follow Form Endorsement is now required when scheduling an auto policy.  Attaching an auto follow form endorsement will not eliminate the “No-Fault, Uninsured Motorist or Underinsured Motorist Laws” exclusion from the umbrella policy. 

· When the scheduled auto policy covers vehicles:
· For Standard Umbrella use Automobile Liability Limitation Endorsement form 100549 (10/08)
· For Umbrella Prime use Auto Liability Follow Form 80398 (07/02)
· When the scheduled auto policy only covers hired and non-owned, use Auto Liability Exclusion Endorsement (With Limited Exception for Hired and Non-Owned Automobiles)
· For Standard Umbrella the form number is 91014 (05/06) 
· For Umbrella Prime the form number is 90982 (05/06)

4. There is an additional optional Commercial General Liability Limitation Endorsement available for Umbrella Prime.  
  
· Commercial General Liability Limitation Endorsement form 119621 (08/15) is available in all states where Umbrella Prime is available except Maine and Missouri.
· This endorsement is not intended to replace Commercial General Liability Limitation Endorsement 87043 (05/12), but rather it provides additional flexibility with a variable field for use to narrow the focus of the CGL Limitation Endorsement to a specific entity, a subsidiary, or a part of the insured’s operation after all underlying exposures have been properly identified.
· Select one of the two optional Commercial General Liability Endorsements when amending the umbrella to follow form over either all (form 87043) or part (119621) of the general liability.
· Please note that both endorsements 119621 (08/15) and 87043 (05/12)) have the same title and are available in the Custom Forms Library within CoverAll.  

5. Two Umbrella Prime endorsements have been revised for use in New Hampshire:

· New Hampshire Liquor Liability Exclusion 119980 (10/15) replaces the previous version Liquor Liability Exclusion 83085 (09/03).
· New Hampshire Assault and/or Battery Exclusion 119977 (10/15) replaces the previous version Assault and/or Battery Exclusion 83058 (09/03).
· Both endorsements are available in the Custom Forms Library of CoverAll.

ADVISORY NOTICE - UMBRELLA PRIME  


COMMERCIAL UMBRELLA LIABILITY POLICY 
 


This is a summary of the major changes to your umbrella liability coverage. This notice does not 
reference every editorial difference between the Umbrella Prime Commercial Umbrella Liability 
Policy (the “Policy”) and your previous umbrella policy. No coverage is provided by this summary 
nor can it be construed to replace any provisions of your policy or endorsements. You should 
read your policy and review your declaration page for complete information on the coverages you 
are provided. If there is any conflict between the policy and this summary, THE PROVISIONS OF 
THIS POLICY SHALL PREVAIL. 


The major areas within the policy that broaden or reduce coverage are highlighted below. Also, 
the areas within the policy that do not impact coverage are highlighted below. 


NO IMPACT IN COVERAGE 


Definition of Named Insured 


 Named Insured defined to include any organization (except for partnership, joint venture 
or limited liability company), in which you maintain an interest of more than (50%) as of 
the inception date.  Under the Policy, any such entity must be included as an insured in 
the underlying policy in order to be considered a Named Insured.  


 Partnerships, Joint Ventures or Limited Liability Companies in which you maintain an 
interest of more than (50%) are not given automatic status as a Named Insured and must 
be added as an insured by written endorsement. 


Insuring Agreement Conditions 


The Policy’s Insuring Agreement contains standard conditions to coverage that were not included 
in your prior policy: 


 No coverage for any continuation, change or resumption of bodily injury or property 
damage during or after the policy period, if certain categories of persons know prior to the 
policy period that the bodily injury or property damage had occurred.  


 Bodily injury or property damage that occurs during the policy period of this insurance 
includes any continuation, resumption, or change in such injury or damage after this 
insurance expires.  


 Bodily injury or property damage will be deemed to have been known to have occurred 
when a designated insured reports the bodily injury or property damage to us or any 
other insurer, receives a written or verbal demand or claim for damages for bodily injury 
or property damage, or such insured becomes aware by any other means that bodily 
injury or property damage has occurred. 


 Damages that arise from bodily injury include those that any party claims at any time for 
care, loss of services, or death that results from such bodily injury.  


Defense Provisions 


 The Policy provides for the tendering of control of defense to the insured after exhaustion 
of the applicable limits of insurance. 
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Limits of Insurance
