It is understood that to the extent any coverage may otherwise be provided for these above listed countries under this policy or any of its endorsements, the provisions of this exclusion will supercede.



The above-referenced exclusion as it relates to Terrorism shall only apply in the event there are industry-wide insured losses that exceed $25,000,000 for related incidents that occur within a 72 hour period; or fifty (50) or more persons sustain death or Serious Physical Injury for related incidents that occur within a 72 hour period. This limitation shall not apply if:



1. The act involves the use, release or escape of nuclear materials, or that directly or indirectly results in nuclear reaction or radiation;

2. Radioactive contamination;

3. The act is carried out by means of the dispersal or application of pathogenic or poisonous biological or chemical materials; or

4. Pathogenic or poisonous biological or chemical materials are released, and it appears that one purpose of the Terrorism was to release such materials.

1. A government;

2. The civilian population of a country, state or community; or

3. To disrupt the economy of a country, state or community.



Serious Physical Injury means:



1. Physical injury that involves a substantial risk of death;

2. Protracted and obvious physical disfigurement; or

3. Protracted loss of or impairment of the functions of a bodily member or organ.
