Title:  Additional Insured Endorsement Changes

This Bulletin provides guidance on changes to be made in the use of certain Additional Insured endorsements, effective on July 1. 2023.

Currently, form 61712 (08/07) Additional Insured – Where Required Under Contract Or Agreement provides blanket Additional Insured coverage to any person or organization the insured becomes obligated to include as an Additional Insured as a result of a contract or agreement they enter into.  Going forward, with the exception of New York and California, we will require the use of an ISO equivalent to this endorsement: CG 2043 (12/19) Additional Insured – Automatic Status When Required in Written Contract or Agreement as a replacement for the 61712. 
Below is a copy of CG 2043 (12/19):


Please note that the coverage provided in CG20 43 is more restrictive than 61712, therefore for a renewal policy that currently attaches 61712 and is renewing with CG 2043, a Notice of Conditional Renewal will be required to be provided in accordance with each state’s requirements. 
As noted above, you can continue to use 61712 (08/07) for the State of New York since ISO has not received NY approval for CG 2043.  However, as a reminder, there is no premium charge for 61712 (08/07) (in any state) as it was filed and approved with no corresponding premium charge.
For California, we are in the process of making a filing to adopt the ISO endorsements and file a corresponding premium.  Until that filing is approved, you can continue to use 117220 (01/14) Additional Insured as Required by Contract (Owners, Lessees or Contractors) in CA.  As a reminder, there is also no premium charge permitted for this endorsement. 

Please note that, in addition to CG2043, we are also making you aware of the availability of 2 other Additional Insured endorsements that ISO recently released:
· CG 2042 (12/19) Additional Insured - Automatic Status for Designated Operations
· CG 2044 (12/19) Additional Insured - Vendors – Automatic Status When Required in Agreement
These 2 endorsements are available for use in all states except CA & NY (similar to CG2043 as noted above).

STATUS WHEN REQUIRED IN AGREEMENT 


 
This endorsement modifies insurance provided under the following:  


 
COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY COVERAGE PART 
PRODUCTS/COMPLETED OPERATIONS LIABILITY COVERAGE PART 


 
A. Section II – Who Is An Insured is amended to 


include as an additional insured any "vendor", but 
only with respect to liability for "bodily injury" or 
"property damage" arising out of "your product" 
which is distributed or sold in the regular course of 
the "vendor's" business. 
However, the insurance afforded to such "vendor":  


 1. Only applies to the extent permitted by law; 
and 


 2. Will not be broader than that which you are 
required by the contract or agreement to 
provide for such "vendor". 


B. With respect to the insurance afforded to any 
"vendor", the following additional exclusions apply: 


 1. The insurance afforded the "vendor" does not 
apply to:  


 a. "Bodily injury" or "property damage" for 
which the "vendor" is obligated to pay 
damages by reason of the assumption of 
liability in a contract or agreement. This 
exclusion does not apply to liability for 
damages that the "vendor" would have in 
the absence of the contract or agreement;  


 b. Any express warranty unauthorized by you;  
 c. Any physical or chemical change in the 


product made intentionally by the "vendor";  
 d. Repackaging, except when unpacked solely 


for the purpose of inspection, 
demonstration, testing, or the substitution of 
parts under instructions from the 
manufacturer, and then repackaged in the 
original container; 


 e. Any failure to make such inspections, 
adjustments, tests or servicing as the

 f. Demonstration, installation, servicing or 
repair operations, except such operations 
performed at the "vendor's" premises in 
connection with the sale of the product;
