Title: NY Commercial Auto - Supplemental Spousal Liability Coverage

Currently, Supplemental Spousal Liability Coverage is available as an optional Commercial Automobile coverage in the State of New York for a corresponding premium charge.  In response to 2022 NY Laws 735, this coverage will be provided on all Business Auto, Auto Dealer and Motor Carrier policies in New York unless the insured elects in writing to decline and refuse such coverage. The premium charge for this coverage is 0.2% of the Bodily Injury premium. 
Please note that there is no change to the current endorsement CA 04 20 NY Spousal Liability Coverage endorsement.
If the insured wishes to decline this coverage, the following Declination Form – 148202 (12/23) will need to be completed, signed, and provided by the insured. 


This form will be available in the Majesco Policy System (MPS) as of 5/1/2024.  For policies effective 5/1/24 and subsequent, this form will be included on your MPS Quotation which will allow for the insured to affirmatively decline the Supplemental Spousal Liability Coverage, sign and return it to you.  If you will not be using the Quotation from MPS, please use a copy of this form to secure the insured’s declination and signature.  A copy of the signed Declination Form must be retained in your underwriting file as evidence of the insured’s declination.  For MPS policies where this Coverage was rejected, a copy of the Declination Form (with the declination box checked) will be included on the issued policy.
In addition, it is required that the quote document contain the following statement in bold font:
Supplemental spousal liability coverage is provided on this policy in order to satisfy the requirements of Section 3420, unless an executed Declination Form, a copy of which is attached, is received prior to policy inception. 
Since the coverage is not required to be re-offered once initially accepted or declined, this statement would not be required on subsequent renewals. Programming logic to address this requirement will be included in MPS.  For any Program Administrator that uses their own quote document in lieu of the one provided by MPS you would need to comply with the above requirements accordingly.
If applicable to your Program, your Program Underwriting Authority Statements will be updated to include this endorsement.  If you have any questions or require additional support please contact your Program Manager.  Thank you.

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NEW YORK SUPPLEMENTAL SPOUSAL LIABILITY INSURANCE DECLINATION FORM



New York State law requires an insurer issuing or delivering a policy that satisfies the requirements of New York Vehicle and Traffic Law Article 6 to provide supplemental spousal liability insurance in such policy unless the named insured elects, in writing, to decline and refuse such insurance in the insured’s policy.



Supplemental spousal liability insurance provides bodily injury liability coverage under a motor vehicle insurance policy when a person is injured or killed in a motor vehicle accident caused by the negligence of the person’s spouse. If you decline this coverage, then the injured or deceased spouse would not be covered under the bodily injury liability coverage in the policy.



Supplemental spousal liability insurance is included within the policy’s bodily injury liability limits and does not increase the amount of those limits.



The additional premium for supplemental spousal liability insurance is calculated at 0.2% of the Bodily Injury liability premium amount for New York vehicles under your automobile liability coverage. If you do not decline this insurance in writing, supplemental spousal liability insurance is automatically included in your motor vehicle insurance policy.



If you are unsure whether this coverage is appropriate for you, you should speak with your insurance company representative or a licensed insurance producer.
