Title: Montana – Table of Contents & Notice of Provisions Requirement - Update

On April 29, 2022 and May 19, 2022 AIG Programs released Bulletins 13 and 13A regarding the Montana (“MT”) Table of Contents (“TOC”) and Notice of Important Provisions (“NOIP”) requirement.  Bulletin 13 noted the MT Crime NOIP forms were awaiting approval from the MT DOI.  AIG Programs has received approval and attached are the proprietary MT Crime NOIP forms, 146896 (7-22) and 146897 (7-22) for the Crime Discovery form and the Crime Loss Sustained form respectively.  Also attached is the MT Rule for usage of these forms.

As a reminder, AIG Programs is adopting the ISO-developed TOC forms effective 5/1/22, for the following ISO Commercial Lines of Business: General Liability, Property, Inland Marine, Crime and Commercial Auto.  AIG Programs has developed proprietary NOIP forms for use with these ISO Lines of Business and which are to be attached to ISO policies to convey the required high-level summaries of policy structure/provisions.

These Crime NOIP forms are in the process of being implemented in the Majesco Policy System (“MPS”) for those Program Administrators using MPS to issue their ISO-based policy forms.  Once these forms are programmed/available in MPS, they will begin appearing on your corresponding ISO-based policies.
For those Program Administrators who are using their own policy administration systems to issue their ISO-based policy forms, these adoptions will appear on the bi-weekly ISO Adoption Circular Reports provided to you by Ronald Tull. However, you may begin programming these two (2) new Crime NOIP forms required by your Program(s) into your system. To reiterate, these forms will only be required on admitted ISO-based policies you issue to Montana policyholders.
