In today’s litigious environment, clients, carriers and brokers must be aligned in selecting coverage and defending against claims should they arise.  The development of the Umbrella Prime Policy in accordance with ISO coverages and guidelines can ultimately assist in a client’s defense and lessen the liability exposure of brokers. 

Added benefits of Umbrella Prime include the following: 

- “Insured” includes volunteer workers.

- If prevented by law from assuming defense obligations, we will pay any expenses incurred with our consent.  

- The Named Insured’s failure to disclose all hazards existing as of the inception date of the policy will not prejudice you with respect to the coverage afforded by this policy, provided that any such failure or omission is not intentional.  

Contracts and Mandatory Endorsements
All Umbrella Prime forms/endorsements are in the Cover-All Customs Forms Library.  The policy form number is 80517 (11/09) for the approved states except for Virginia which uses the Umbrella Prime policy form number 105850 (02/11).  A copy of these two forms,  a 12-page alphabetic listing of the Umbrella Prime forms and a list of mandatory and optional endorsements are attached.  The Umbrella Prime forms will be included in new Program Authority documents as they are issued.  If you need a copy of the forms and do not have access to Cover-All please contact your Program Manager.  

Admitted Filing Status and Paper Company Use
Umbrella Prime is approved in all jurisdictions except Alaska, New York, Vermont and Washington.   
For Alaska, Vermont and Washington, please continue to use the Standard Umbrella policy 57697 (10/04).
All umbrella policies issued in New York are written pursuant to New York Free Trade Zone requirements so you may use Umbrella Prime 80517 (11/09) edition for New York umbrellas and follow the New York Free Trade Zone requirements provided in the New York Free Trade Zone (NYFTZ) Bulletins 7 AO (02 18 15) and 7A AO (03 17 15).  
Use National Union Fire Insurance Company of Pittsburgh, Pa. as the writing company for all Umbrella Prime policies and for the Standard Umbrella policies in Alaska, Vermont and Washington.  
Policyholder Notice

Accounts that are transitioning from Standard Umbrella to Umbrella Prime will require a Conditional Renewal notification, if so required by the risk state.  As a reminder, you are required to use ODEN Policy Terminator, made available to you through your MyAIG.com account, to process conditional renewal notifications.  We attached a suggested Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice outlining the differences between our current umbrella form 57697 and Umbrella Prime 80517.  The Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice should accompany the Conditional Renewal notice sent to policyholders. You may also wish to include the Umbrella Prime Advisory Notice with your quotes and issued policy.  You will note that a number of the revisions in Umbrella Prime are meant to address modern technology not addressed in Standard Umbrella.  
Rating

We are adopting the 2012 Rating Plan for our umbrella policies issued on both the Standard Umbrella and the Umbrella Prime policy forms.  Many states utilize the “countrywide” filing however there are some state-specific rating plans for exceptions to the countrywide filing.  At this time the rating plan is not programmed in Cover-All.  We have developed an External Rater which has all the rating plans incorporated in it (both countrywide and all state exceptions).  This rater is to be used in calculating the umbrella premium and then the premium needs to be reconciled in Cover-All on screen 98660.

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Umbrella Prime®
Commercial Umbrella Liability Policy With CrisisResponse®
(Virginia)

Various provisions in this policy restrict coverage. Read the entire policy carefully to determine rights, duties and what is
and is not covered.

Throughout this policy the words "you" and "your" refer to the Named Insured shown in the Declarations. The words

we,

us" and "our" refer to the company providing this insurance.

The word Insured means any person or organization qualifying as such under Section VII. Definitions.

Except for headings, words that appear in bold print have special meaning. See Section VII. Definitions.

In consideration of the payment of the premium and in reliance upon the statements in the Declarations, we agree to
provide coverage as follows:

I. INSURING AGREEMENT - COMMERCIAL UMBRELLA LIABILITY

A. We will pay on behalf of the Insured those sums in excess of the Retained Limit that the Insured becomes legally
obligated to pay as damages by reason of liability imposed by law because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or
Personal Injury and Advertising Injury to which this insurance applies or because of Bodily Injury or Property
Damage to which this insurance applies assumed by the Insured under an Insured Contract.

The amount we will pay for damages is limited as described in Section IV. Limits of Insurance.

B. This policy applies, only if:

1.

the Bodily Injury or Property Damage is caused by an Occurrence that takes place anywhere, and the Bodily
Injury or Property Damage occurs during the Policy Period; and

the Personal Injury and Advertising Injury is caused by an Occurrence that takes place anywhere arising out
of your business, but only if the Occurrence was committed during the Policy Period.

This policy applies to Bodily Injury or Property Damage, only if prior to the Policy Period, no Insured listed
under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M. of Section VII., no executive officer or director listed
under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. and no employee authorized by you to give or receive
notice of an Occurrence, claim or Suit, knew that the Bodily Injury or Property Damage had occurred, in whole
or in part. If such an Insured or authorized employee knew, prior to the Policy Period, that the Bodily Injury or
Property Damage had occurred, then any continuation, change or resumption of such Bodily Injury or Property
Damage during or after the Policy Period will be deemed to have been known prior to the Policy Period.

Bodily Injury or Property Damage which occurs during the Policy Period and was not, prior to the Policy
Period, known to have occurred by any Insured listed under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M.
of Section VII., any executive officer or director listed under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. or
any employee authorized by you to give or receive notice of an Occurrence or claim, includes any continuation,
change or resumption of that Bodily Injury or Property Damage after the end of the Policy Period.

D. Bodily Injury or Property Damage will be deemed to have been known to have occurred at the earliest time when
any Insured listed under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M. of Section VII, any executive officer or
director listed under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. or any employee who was authorized by you to
give or receive notice of an Occurrence, claim or Suit:

1.

reports all, or any part, of the Bodily Injury or Property Damage to us or any other insurer;
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2. receives a written or verbal demand or claim for damages because of the Bodily Injury or Property Damage; or

3. becomes aware by any other means that Bodily Injury or Property Damage has occurred or has begun to

occur.

E. Damages because of Bodily Injury include damages claimed by any person or organization for care, loss of services
or death resulting at any time from the Bodily Injury.

F. If we are prevented by law or statute from paying damages covered by this policy on behalf of the Insured, then we
will indemnify the Insured for those sums in excess of the Retained Limit.

Il. INSURING AGREEMENT—CRISISRESPONSE® AND EXCESS CASUALTY CRISISFUND®

A. CrisisResponse
We will advance CrisisResponse Costs directly to third parties on behalf of the Named Insured, regardless of fault,
arising from a Crisis Management Event first commencing during the Policy Period, up to the amount of the
CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance.

B. Excess Casualty CrisisFund
We will pay Crisis Management Loss on behalf of the Named Insured arising from a Crisis Management Event first
commencing during the Policy Period, up to the amount of the Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance.

C. A Crisis Management Event will first commence at the time during the Policy Period when a Key Executive first
becomes aware of an Occurrence that gives rise to a Crisis Management Event and will end when we determine
that a crisis no longer exists or when the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance has been exhausted, whichever
occurs first.

D. There will be no Retained Limit applicable to CrisisResponse Costs or Crisis Management Loss.

E. Any advancement of CrisisResponse Costs or payment of Crisis Management Loss that we make under the
coverage provided by this Section Il. will not be a determination of our obligations under this policy, nor create any
duty to defend any Suit under any other part of this policy.

Ill. DEFENSE PROVISIONS

A. We will have the right and duty to defend any Suit against the Insured that seeks damages for Bodily Injury,
Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury covered by this policy, even if the Suit is groundless,
false or fraudulent when:

1. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance have been exhausted by payment of Loss to
which this policy applies and the total applicable limits of Other Insurance have been exhausted; or

2. the damages sought because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury
would not be covered by Scheduled Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance, even if the total
applicable limits of either the Scheduled Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance had not
been exhausted by the payment of Loss.

If we are prevented by law or statute from assuming the obligations specified under this provision, we will pay any

expenses incurred with our consent.

B. We will have no duty to defend the Insured against any Suit seeking damages for Bodily Injury, Property Damage
or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury to which this insurance does not apply.
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C. When we assume the defense of any Suit against the Insured that seeks damages covered by this policy, we will;

1. investigate, negotiate and settle the Suit as we deem expedient; and

2. pay the following supplementary payments to the extent that such payments are not covered by Scheduled
Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance:

a.

premiums on bonds to release attachments for amounts not exceeding the applicable Limits of Insurance of
this policy, but we are not obligated to apply for or furnish any such bond;

premiums on appeal bonds required by law to appeal a judgment in a Suit for amounts not exceeding the
applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy, but we are not obligated to apply for or furnish any such bond;

all court costs taxed against the Insured in the Suit;

pre-judgment interest awarded against the Insured on that part of the judgment within the applicable Limits of
Insurance of this policy we pay. If we make an offer to pay the applicable limit of insurance, we will not pay
any pre-judgment interest accruing after we make such offer;

post-judgment interest that accrues after entry of judgment on that part of the judgment within the applicable
Limits of Insurance of this policy we pay and before we have paid, offered to pay or deposited in court that
part of the judgment that is within the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy. However, in no event will
post-judgment interest reduce the limits of insurance of this policy; and

the Insured’s expenses incurred at our request or with our consent.

D. Except as provided in Paragraph A. above, we will have no duty to defend any Suit against the Insured. We will,
however, have the right, but not the duty, to participate in the defense of any Suit and the investigation of any claim
to which this policy may apply. If we exercise this right, we will do so at our own expense.

E. We will not defend any Suit, or pay any attorney fees or litigation expenses including, without limitation, the
expenses described in Paragraph C. above that accrue after the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy have
been exhausted by the payment of Loss and we will have the right to withdraw from the further defense of such Suit
by tendering control of said defense to the Insured.

IV. LIMITS OF INSURANCE

A. The Limits of Insurance shown in Item 3. of the Declarations and the rules below state the most we will pay for all
damages under this policy regardless of the number of:

1. Insureds;

2. claims made or Suits brought;

3. persons or organizations making claims or bringing Suits; or

4. coverages provided under this policy.

B. The General Aggregate Limit stated in Item 3. of the Declarations is the most we will pay for all damages under this
policy, except for:

1. damages included within the Products-Completed Operations Hazard; and
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2. damages because of Bodily Injury or Property Damage to which this policy applies, caused by an Occurrence
and resulting from the ownership, maintenance or use of an Auto covered under Scheduled Underlying
Insurance.

The Products-Completed Operations Aggregate Limit stated in Item 3C. of the Declarations is the most we will pay for
all damages included in the Products-Completed Operations Hazard.

Subject to Paragraphs B. and C. above, the Each Occurrence Limit stated in Item 3A. of the Declarations is the most
we will pay for the sum of all damages arising out of any one Occurrence.

Subiject to Paragraphs B. and C. above, the most we will pay for damages under this policy on behalf of any person or
organization to whom you are obligated by written Insured Contract to provide insurance such as is afforded by this
policy is the lesser of the Limits of Insurance shown in Item 3. of the Declarations or the minimum Limits of Insurance
you agreed to procure in such written Insured Contract.

This policy applies only in excess of the Retained Limit. If however, a policy shown in the Schedule of Underlying
Insurance forming a part of this policy has a limit of insurance:

1. greater than the amount shown in such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the greater amount of valid
and collectible insurance; or

2. less than the amount shown in such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the amount shown in the
Schedule of Underlying Insurance forming a part of this policy.

If the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance are reduced or exhausted by the payment of
Loss to which this policy applies and the total applicable limits of applicable Other Insurance are reduced or
exhausted, we will:

1. in the event of reduction, pay excess of the remaining total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying
Insurance and any applicable Other Insurance; and

2. inthe event of exhaustion, continue in force as underlying insurance.

Expenses incurred to defend any Suit or to investigate any claim will be in addition to the applicable Limits of
Insurance of this policy. Provided, however, that if such expenses reduce the applicable limits of Scheduled
Underlying Insurance, then such expenses will reduce the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy. However, in
no event will post-judgment interest reduce the limits of insurance of this policy.

The CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance is the most we will pay for all CrisisResponse Costs under this policy,
regardless of the number of Crisis Management Events first commencing during the Policy Period. This
CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance will be part of, not in addition to, the applicable Limit of Insurance.

The Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance is the most we will pay for all Crisis Management Loss under
this policy, regardless of the number of Crisis Management Events first commencing during the Policy Period. This
Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance will be in addition to the applicable Limit of Insurance.

We will have no obligation to advance CrisisResponse Costs when we determine that a Crisis Management Event
has ended or when the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance has been exhausted, whichever occurs first.

The Limits of Insurance of this policy apply separately to each consecutive annual period and to any remaining period
of less than twelve (12) months, beginning with the inception date of the Policy Period shown in the Declarations,
unless the Policy Period is extended after issuance for an additional period of less than twelve (12) months. In that
case, the additional period will be deemed part of the last preceding period for purposes of determining the Limits of
Insurance of this policy.
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M. We will not make any payment under this policy unless and until:

1. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance have been exhausted by the payment of Loss to
which this policy applies and any applicable, Other Insurance have been exhausted by the payment of Loss; or

2. the total applicable Self-Insured Retention has been satisfied by the payment of Loss to which this policy
applies.

When the amount of Loss has been determined by an agreed settlement or a final judgment, we will promptly pay on
behalf of the Insured the amount of such Loss falling within the terms of this policy. An agreed settlement means a
settlement and release of liability signed by us, the Insured and the claimant or the claimant’s legal representative.

V. EXCLUSIONS

A. Aircraft and Watercraft
This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of the ownership, maintenance, use
or entrustment to others of any aircraft or watercraft owned or operated by or rented or loaned to any Insured. Use
includes operation and loading and unloading.
This exclusion applies even if the claims against any Insured allege negligence or other wrongdoing in the
supervision, hiring, employment, training or monitoring of others by that Insured, if the Occurrence which caused the
Bodily Injury or Property Damage involved the ownership, maintenance, use or entrustment to others of any aircraft
or watercraft that is owned or operated by or rented or loaned to any Insured.
This exclusion does not apply to a watercraft you do not own that is:
1. less than 26 feet long; and
2. not being used to carry persons or property for a charge.

B. Asbestos

This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:

1. the manufacture of, mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to asbestos,
asbestos containing products or materials, asbestos fibers or asbestos dust;

2. any obligation of the Insured to indemnify any party because of damages arising out of the manufacture of,
mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to asbestos, asbestos products,
asbestos fibers or asbestos dust; or

3. any obligation to defend any Suit or claim against the Insured that seeks damages if such Suit or claim arises as
the result of the manufacture of, mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to
asbestos, asbestos products, asbestos fibers or asbestos dust.

C. Contractual Liability

This insurance does not apply to any liability for which the Insured is obligated to pay damages by reason of the
assumption of liability in a contract or agreement. This exclusion does not apply to liability for damages:

1. thatthe Insured would have in the absence of a contract or agreement; or
2. assumed in an Insured Contract, provided Bodily Injury or Property Damage occurs subsequent to the

execution of the Insured Contract. Solely for the purposes of liability assumed in an Insured Contract,
reasonable attorney fees and necessary litigation expenses incurred by or for a party other than an Insured are
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deemed to be damages because of Bodily Injury or Property Damage and included in the Limits of Insurance of
this policy, provided:

a. liability to such party for, or for the cost of, that party’s defense has also been assumed in the same Insured
Contract; and

b. such attorney fees and litigation expenses are for the defense of that party against a civil or alternative
dispute resolution proceeding in which damages to which this policy applies are alleged.

D. Damage to Impaired Property or Property Not Physically Injured

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Impaired Property or property that has not been physically
injured, arising out of:

1. adefect, deficiency, inadequacy or dangerous condition in Your Product or Your Work; or

2. adelay or failure by you or anyone acting on your behalf to perform a contract or agreement in accordance with
its terms.

This exclusion does not apply to the loss of use of other property arising out of sudden and accidental physical injury
to Your Product or Your Work after it has been put to its intended use.

E. Damage to Property

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to:

1. property you own, rent, or occupy, including any costs or expenses incurred by you, or any other person,
organization or entity, for repair, replacement, enhancement, restoration or maintenance of such property for any
reason, including prevention of injury to a person or damage to another's property;

2. premises you sell, give away or abandon, if the Property Damage arises out of any part of those premises;

3. property loaned to you;

4. personal property in the care, custody or control of the Insured;

5. that particular part of real property on which you or any contractors or subcontractors working directly or indirectly
on your behalf are performing operations, if the Property Damage arises out of those operations; or

6. that particular part of any property that must be restored, repaired or replaced because Your Work was
incorrectly performed on it.

Paragraph 2. of this exclusion does not apply if the premises are Your Work and were never occupied, rented or held
for rental by you.

Paragraphs 3., 4., 5. and 6. of this exclusion do not apply to liability assumed under a sidetrack agreement.

Paragraph 6. of this exclusion does not apply to Property Damage included in the Products-Completed Operations
Hazard.

F. Damage to Your Product

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Your Product arising out of it or any part of it.
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G. Damage to Your Work

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Your Work arising out of it or any part of it and included in the
Products-Completed Operations Hazard.

This exclusion does not apply if the damaged work or the work out of which the damage arises was performed on
your behalf by a subcontractor.

H. Electronic Chatrooms or Bulletin Boards and Electronic Data
This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of an electronic chatroom or
bulletin board the Insured hosts, owns, or over which the Insured exercises control. Additionally, this insurance does
not apply to damages arising out of the loss of, loss of use of, damage to, corruption of, inability to access, or inability
to manipulate electronic data.
As used in this exclusion, “electronic data” means information, facts or programs stored as or on, created or used on,
or transmitted to or from computer software, including systems and applications software, hard or floppy disks, CD-
ROMS, tapes, drives, cells, data processing devices or any other media which are used with electronically controlled
equipment.

I. Employees and Volunteers
This insurance does not apply to liability of any employee or volunteer qualifying as an Insured under this policy
arising out of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of his or her
providing or failing to provide professional health care services.

J. Employment Practices
This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:
1. failure to hire any prospective employee or any applicant for employment;
2. dismissal, discharge or termination of any employee;

3. failure to promote or advance any employee; or

4. employment-related practices, policies, acts, omissions or misrepresentations directed at a present, past, future
or prospective employee, including, but not limited to:

a. coercion, harassment, humiliation or discrimination;
b. demotion, evaluation, reassignment, discipline, or retaliation;
c. libel, slander, humiliation, defamation, or invasion of privacy; or
d. violation of civil rights.
This exclusion applies:
1. whether the Insured may be liable as an employer or in any other capacity; and
2. to any obligation to share damages with or repay someone else who must pay damages because of the injury.
K. Expected or Intended Injury
This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury and Property Damage expected or intended from the standpoint of

the Insured. However, this exclusion does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage resulting from the use of
reasonable force to protect persons or property.
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L. Infringement of Copyright, Patent, Trademark or Trade Secret

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of the infringement of copyright,
patent, trademark, trade secret or other intellectual property rights.

However, this exclusion does not apply to infringement, in your Advertisement, of copyright, trade dress or slogan.
M. Liquor Liability

This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage for which any Insured may be held liable by
reason of:

1. causing or contributing to the intoxication of any person;
2. the furnishing of alcoholic beverages to a person under the legal drinking age or under the influence of alcohol; or
3. any statute, ordinance or regulation relating to the sale, gift, distribution or use of alcoholic beverages.

However, this exclusion will not apply if coverage is provided for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage by
Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

Coverage under this policy for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage will follow the terms, definitions, conditions
and exclusions of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, subject to the Policy Period, Limits of Insurance, premium and
all other terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of this policy. Provided, however, that coverage provided by
this policy will be no broader than the coverage provided by Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

N. Media and Internet Type Businesses

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury committed by any Insured whose business
is:

1. advertising, broadcasting, publishing or telecasting;

2. designing or determining content of web-sites for others; or

3. an Internet search, access, content or service provider.

However, this exclusion does not apply to Paragraphs Ul., U2. and U3. of Section VII.

For the purposes of this exclusion, the placing of frames, borders or links, or advertising, for you or others anywhere
on the Internet, is not by itself, considered the business of advertising, broadcasting, publishing or telecasting.

O. “No-Fault,” “Uninsured Motorist” or “Underinsured Motorist” Laws

This insurance does not apply to any obligation of the Insured under any “No-Fault,” “Uninsured Motorist” or
“Underinsured Motorist” law, or any similar law.

P. Nuclear Liability
This insurance does not apply to:
1. any liability:

a. with respect to which the Insured is also an Insured under a nuclear energy liability policy issued by the
Nuclear Energy Liability-Property Insurance Association, Mutual Atomic Energy Liability Underwriters or the
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Nuclear Insurance Association of Canada, or would be an Insured under any such policy but for its
termination upon exhaustion of its limit of liability;

b. resulting from the hazardous properties of nuclear material and with respect to which (1) any person or any
organization is required to maintain financial protection pursuant to the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, or any
amendment or revision thereto, or any similar law; (2) the Insured is, or had this policy not been available
would be, entitled to indemnity from the United States of America or any agency thereof under any agreement
entered into by the United States of America or an agency thereof with any person or organization;

c. for Bodily Injury or Property Damage resulting from the hazardous properties of nuclear material if:

)] the nuclear material (1) is at any nuclear facility owned by the Insured or operated by the Insured or
on the Insured’s behalf or (2) has been discharged or dispensed therefrom;

i) the nuclear material is contained in spent fuel or waste at any time possessed, handled, used,
processed, stored, transported or disposed of by the Insured or on the Insured’s behalf; or

iii) the Bodily Injury or Property Damage arises out of the furnishing by the Insured of services,
materials, parts or equipment in connection with the planning, construction, maintenance, operation
or use of any nuclear facility, but if such facility is located within the United States of America, its
territories or possessions or Canada, this exclusion c. applies only to Property Damage to such
nuclear facility and any property thereat.

2. As used in this exclusion:

“hazardous properties” includes radioactive, toxic or explosive properties;
b. “nuclear material” means source material, special nuclear material or by-product material;

c. “source material,” “special nuclear material” and “by-product material” have the meanings given them in the
Atomic Energy Act of 1954 or any amendment or revision thereto ;

d. “spent fuel” means any fuel element or fuel component, solid or liquid, which has been used or exposed to
radiation in a nuclear reactor;

e. “waste” means any waste material (1) containing by-product material and (2) resulting from the operation by
any person or organization of a nuclear facility included within the definition of nuclear facility below;

f.  “nuclear facility” means:
i) any nuclear reactor;

i) any equipment or device designed or used for (1) separating the isotopes of uranium or plutonium, (2)
processing or utilizing spent fuel or (3) handling, processing or packaging wastes;

iii) any equipment or device used for the processing, fabricating or alloying of special nuclear material if at
any time the total amount of such material in the Insured’s custody at the premises where such
equipment or device is located consists of or contains more than 25 grams of plutonium or uranium 233
or any combination thereof, or more than 250 grams of uranium 235; or

iv) any structure, basin, excavation, premises or place prepared or used for storage or disposal of waste,
and

includes the site on which any of the foregoing is located, all operations conducted on such site and all
premises used for such operations;
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g. “nuclear reactor” means any apparatus designed or used to sustain nuclear fission in a self-supporting chain
reaction or to contain a critical mass of fissionable material;
h. Property Damage includes all forms of radioactive contamination of property.
Q. Pollution

This insurance does not apply to:

1. Any Bodily Injury, Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of the actual,
alleged or threatened discharge, dispersal, seepage, migration, release or escape of Pollutants anywhere at any
time;

2. Any loss, cost or expense arising out of any request, demand, order or statutory or regulatory requirement that
the Insured or others test for, monitor, clean up, remove, contain, treat, detoxify or neutralize, or in any way
respond to, or assess the effects of Pollutants; or

3. Any loss, cost or expense arising out of any claim or Suit by or on behalf of a governmental authority for
damages because of testing for, monitoring, cleaning up, removing, containing, treating, detoxifying or
neutralizing or in any way responding to, or assessing the effects of Pollutants.

However, Paragraph 1 of this exclusion will not apply if coverage for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage as is
described in subparagraphs 1) through 6) below is provided by Scheduled Underlying Insurance:

1) Products-Completed Operations Hazard

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply with respect to Bodily Injury or Property Damage included

within the Products-Completed Operations Hazard provided that Your Product or Your Work has not at

any time been:

a) discarded, dumped, abandoned, thrown away; or

b) transported, handled, stored, treated, disposed of or processed as waste;

by anyone.

2) Hostile Fire

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply with respect to Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out

of heat, smoke or fumes from a Hostile Fire.

3) Equipment to Cool, Dehumidify, or Heat the Building and Contractor/Lessee Operations

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to:

a) Bodily Injury sustained within a building and caused by smoke, fumes, vapor or soot produced by or
originating from equipment that is used to heat, cool or dehumidify the building, or equipment used to
heat water for personal use, by the building’s occupants or their guests;

b) Bodily Injury or Property Damage for which you may be held liable if you are a contractor and the
owner or lessee of such premises, site or location has been added to your policy as an additional Insured
with respect to your ongoing operations performed for that additional Insured at such premises, site or
location, and such premises, site or location is not and never was owned or occupied by, or rented or
loaned to, any Insured, other than the additional Insured.
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4) Fuels, Lubricants and Other Operating Fluids - Mobile Equipment

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to:

a)

b)

Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of the escape of fuels, lubricants or other operating fluids
that are needed to perform normal electrical, hydraulic or mechanical functions necessary for the
operation of Mobile Equipment or its parts if such fuels, lubricants or other operating fluids escape from
a vehicle part designed to hold, store or receive them. This exception does not apply if the Bodily Injury
or Property Damage arises out of the intentional discharge, dispersal or release of the fuels, lubricants
or other operating fluids, or if such fuels, lubricants or other operating fluids are brought on or to the
premises, site or location with the intent that they be discharged, dispersed or released as part of the
operations being performed by such insured contractor or subcontractor; or

Bodily Injury or Property Damage sustained within a building and caused by the release of gases,
fumes or vapors from materials brought into that building in connection with operations being performed
by you or on your behalf by a contractor or subcontractor.

5) Fuels, Lubricants, Fluids, etc. — Auto

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to fuels, lubricants, fluids, exhaust gases or other similar
Pollutants that are needed for or result from the normal electrical, hydraulic or mechanical functioning of an
Auto covered by Scheduled Underlying Insurance or its parts, if:

a)

the Pollutants escape, seep, migrate, or are discharged, dispersed or released directly from an Auto
part designed by its manufacturer to hold, store, receive or dispose of such Pollutants; and

the Bodily Injury or Property Damage does not arise out of the operation of any equipment shown in
Paragraphs 6b and 6c of the definition of Mobile Equipment.

6) Upset, Overturn or Damage of an Auto

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to Occurrences that take place away from premises owned by
or rented to an Insured with respect to Pollutants not in or upon an Auto covered by Scheduled
Underlying Insurance if:

a)

the Pollutants or any property in which the Pollutants are contained are upset, overturned or damaged
as a result of the maintenance or use of an Auto covered by Scheduled Underlying Insurance; and

the discharge, dispersal, seepage, migration, release or escape of the Pollutants is caused directly by
such upset, overturn or damage.

Coverage under this policy for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage as is described in subparagraphs 1) through
6) above will follow the terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, subject to
the Policy Period, Limits of Insurance, premium and all other terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of this
policy. Provided, however, that coverage provided by this policy will be no broader than the coverage provided by

Scheduled

Underlying Insurance.

R. Recall of Your Product, Your Work or Impaired Property

This insurance does not apply to damages claimed for any loss, cost or expense incurred by you or others for the loss
of use, withdrawal, recall, inspection, repair, replacement, adjustment, removal or disposal of:

1. Your Product;

2. Your Work; or
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3.

Impaired Property;

if such product, work or property is withdrawn or recalled from the market or from use by any person or organization
because of a known or suspected defect, deficiency, inadequacy or dangerous condition in it.

S. Securities

This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:

1.

2.

any violation of any securities law or similar law or any regulation promulgated thereunder;

the purchase, sale, offer of sale or solicitation of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank deposit or financial
interest or instrument;

any representations made at any time in relation to the price or value of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank
deposit or financial interest or instrument; or

any depreciation or decline in price or value of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank deposit or financial
interest or instrument.

Unauthorized Use of Another's Name or Product

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of the unauthorized use of
another's name or product in your e-mail address, domain name or metatag, or any other similar tactics to mislead
another's potential customers.

U. Various Personal Injury and Advertising Injury

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury:

1. caused by or at the direction of the Insured with the knowledge that the act would violate the rights of another
and would inflict Personal Injury and Advertising Injury;

2. arising out of oral, written or electronic publication, in any manner, of material if done by or at the direction of any
Insured with knowledge of its falsity;

3. arising out of oral, written or electronic publication, in any manner, of material whose first publication took place
before the beginning of the Policy Period,;

4. arising out of a criminal act committed by or at the direction of the Insured,;

5. for which the Insured has assumed liability in a contract or agreement. This exclusion does not apply to liability
for damages that the Insured would have in the absence of the contract or agreement;

6. arising out of a breach of contract, except an implied contract to use another's advertising idea in your
Advertisement;

7. arising out of the failure of goods, products or services to conform with any statement of quality or performance
made in your Advertisement; or

8. arising out of the wrong description of the price of goods, products or services stated in your Advertisement.
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V. Various Laws
This insurance does not apply to any obligation of the Insured under any of the following:

1. the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (including amendments relating to the Consolidated
Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1985), or any amendment or revision thereto, or any similar law; or

2. any workers’ compensation, disability benefits or unemployment compensation law, or any similar law.
W. Violation of Communication or Information Law

This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of any act that violates any statute, ordinance or regulation of
any federal, state or local government, including any amendment of or addition to such laws, that prohibits or limits
the sending, transmitting or communicating of material or information.

X. War

This insurance does not apply to Loss, costs, injury, damage, claim, dispute and/or or suit arising therefrom, caused
directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, as a result of or in connection with war, whether declared or not, or any act or
condition incident to war. War includes:

1. Civil war; or
2. Armed conflict between two or more nations, armed conflict between military forces of any origin, or warlike action
by a military force, including action in hindering or defending against an actual or expected attack, by any

government, sovereign or other authority using military personnel or other agents; or

3. Insurrection, rebellion, revolution, usurped power, or action taken by governmental authority in hindering or
defending against any of these.

VI. CONDITIONS

A. Appeals

If the Insured or the Insured's underlying insurers do not appeal a judgment in excess of the total applicable limits of
Scheduled Underlying Insurance, we may elect to do so. If we appeal, we will be liable for, in addition to the
applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy, all court costs, expenses incurred and interest on that amount of any
judgment which does not exceed the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy incidental to such an appeal.

B. Audit

We may audit and examine your books and records as they relate to this policy at any time during the period of this
policy and for up to three (3) years after the expiration or termination of this policy.

C. Bankruptcy or Insolvency

Your or your estate’s bankruptcy, insolvency or inability to pay or the bankruptcy,insolvency or inability to pay of any
of your underlying insurers will not relieve us from any obligations under this policy.

But under no circumstances will such bankruptcy, insolvency or inability to pay require us to drop down and replace
the Retained Limit or assume any obligation within the Retained Limit.

If execution on a judgment against you or your personal representative is returned unsatisfied in an action brought to
recover damages for injury sustained or for loss or damage incurred during the life of this policy or contract, then an
action may be maintained against us under the terms of this policy or contract for the amount of the judgment not
exceeding the amount of the applicable limit of coverage under this policy or contract.
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D. Cancellation

1.

You may cancel this policy. You must mail or deliver advance written notice to us stating when the cancellation is
to take effect.

We may cancel this policy. If we cancel because of non-payment of premium, we must mail or deliver to you not
less than ten (10) days advance written notice stating when the cancellation is to take effect. If we cancel for any
other reason, we must mail or deliver to you not less than ninety (90) days advance written notice stating when
the cancellation is to take effect. Mailing that notice to you at your mailing address shown in Item 1 of the
Declarations will be sufficient to prove notice.

The Policy Period will end on the day and hour stated in the cancellation notice.

If we cancel, final premium will be calculated pro rata based on the time this policy was in force. Final Premium
will not be less than the pro rata share of the Minimum Premium shown in Iltem 6. of the Declarations.

If you cancel, final premium will be more than pro rata; it will be based on the time this policy was in force and
increased by our short rate cancellation table and procedure. Final premium will not be less than the short rate
share of the Minimum Premium shown in Item 6 of the Declarations.

Premium adjustment may be made at the time of cancellation or as soon as practicable thereafter, but the
cancellation will be effective even if we have not made or offered any refund of unearned premium. Our check or
our representative's check, mailed or delivered, will be sufficient tender of any refund due you.

The Named Insured in Item 1. of the Declarations will act on behalf of all other Insureds with respect to the
giving and receiving of notice of cancellation and the receipt of any refund that may become payable under this

policy.

Any of these provisions that conflict with a law that controls the cancellation of the insurance in this policy is
changed by this statement to comply with that law.

E. Change In Control

If during the Policy Period:

1. the Named Insured designated in Item 1. of the Declarations consolidates with or merges into, or sells all or
substantially all of its assets to any person or entity; or

2. any person or entity acquires an amount of the outstanding ownership interests representing more than 50%
of the voting or designation power for the election of directors of the Named Insured designated in Item 1. of
the Declarations, or acquires the voting or designation rights of such an amount of ownership interests;

this policy will continue in full force and effect as to Bodily Injury and Property Damage that occur prior to the
effective date of such transaction and Personal Injury and Advertising Injury caused by an Occurrence that
takes place prior to the effective date of such transaction.

Coverage will be afforded by this policy for Bodily Injury or Property Damage that occurs on or after the effective
date of such transaction and Personal Injury and Advertising Injury caused by an Occurrence that takes place on
or after the effective date of such transaction if the Named Insured notifies us of the transaction no later than ninety
(90) days after the effective date of the transaction.

The provisions of paragraph E. shall only apply to transactions with third parties not under control or ownership of the
Named Insured on the inception date of this policy.

F. Changes
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Notice to any agent or knowledge possessed by any agent or any other person will not effect a waiver or change in
any part of this policy. This policy can be changed only by a written endorsement that we make to this policy.

G. Duties in the Event of an Occurrence, Claim or Suit

1. You must see to it that we are notified as soon as practicable of an Occurrence that may result in a claim or Suit
under this policy. To the extent possible, notice should include:

a. how, when and where the Occurrence took place;
b. the names and addresses of any injured persons and any witnesses; and
c. the nature and location of any injury or damage arising out of the Occurrence.

2. If a claim is made or Suit is brought against any Insured which is reasonably likely to involve this policy, you
must notify us in writing as soon as practicable.

3. You and any other involved Insured must:

a. immediately send us copies of any demands, notices, summonses or legal papers received in connection
with the claim or Suit;

b. authorize us to obtain records and other information;
c. cooperate with us in the investigation, settlement or defense of the claim or Suit; and

d. assist us, upon our request, in the enforcement of any right against any person or organization that may be
liable to the Insured because of injury or damage to which this insurance may also apply.

4. No Insured will, except at that Insured’s own cost, voluntarily make a payment, assume any obligation or incur
any expense, other than for first aid, without our consent.

H. Headings

The descriptions in the headings of this policy are solely for convenience and form no part of the terms and conditions
of coverage.

I. Inspection

We have the right, but are not obligated, to inspect your premises and operations at any time. Our inspections are
not safety inspections. They relate only to the insurability of your premises and operations and the premiums to be
charged. We may give you reports on the conditions that we find. We may also recommend changes. We do not,
however, undertake to perform the duty of any person or organization to provide for the health or safety of your
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employees or the public. We do not warrant the health and safety conditions of your premises or operations or
represent that your premises or operations comply with laws, regulations, codes or standards.

J. Legal Actions Against Us
No person or organization has a right under this policy:
1. tojoin us as a party or otherwise bring us into a Suit asking for damages from an Insured; or
2. to sue us under this policy unless all of its terms have been fully complied with.
A person or organization may sue us to recover on an agreed settlement or on a final judgment against an Insured;
but we will not be liable for damages that are not payable under this policy or that are in excess of the applicable
Limits of Insurance of this policy. An agreed settlement means a settlement and release of liability signed by us, the
Insured and the claimant or the claimant’s legal representative.

K. Maintenance of Scheduled Underlying Insurance
You agree that during the Policy Period:
1. you will keep Scheduled Underlying Insurance in full force and effect;

2. the terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of Scheduled Underlying Insurance will not materially change;

3. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance will not decrease, except for any reduction or
exhaustion of aggregate limits by payment of Loss to which this policy applies; and

4. any renewals or replacements of Scheduled Underlying Insurance will provide equivalent coverage to and
afford limits of insurance equal to or greater than the policy being renewed or replaced.

If you fail to comply with these requirements, we will be liable only to the same extent that we would have, had you
fully complied with these requirements.

L. Other Insurance
If other valid and collectible insurance applies to damages that are also covered by this policy, this policy will apply
excess of the Other Insurance. However, this provision will not apply if the Other Insurance is specifically written to
be excess of this policy.

M. Premium

The Named Insured designated in Item 1. of the Declarations will be responsible for payment of all premiums when
due.

The premium for this policy will be computed on the basis set forth in Item 6. of the Declarations. At the beginning of
the Policy Period, you must pay us the Advance Premium shown in Item 6. of the Declarations.

When this policy expires or if it is cancelled, we will compute the earned premium for the time this policy was in force.
If this policy is subject to audit adjustment, the actual exposure base will be used to compute the earned premium. If
the earned premium is greater than the Advance Premium, you will promptly pay us the difference. If the earned
premium is less than the Advance Premium, we will return the difference to you. But in any event, we will retain the
Minimum Premium as shown in Item 6. of the Declarations for each twelve months of the Policy Period.

N. Separation of Insureds
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Except with respect to the Limits of Insurance of this policy and rights or duties specifically assigned to the Named
Insured designated in Item 1. of the Declarations, this insurance applies:

1. asif each Named Insured were the only Named Insured; and

2. separately to each Insured against whom claim is made or Suit is brought.

O. Transfer of Rights of Recovery

1. If any Insured has rights to recover all or part of any payment we have made under this policy, those rights are
transferred to us. The Insured must do nothing after loss to impair these rights and must help us enforce them.

2. Any recoveries will be applied as follows:

a. any person or organization, including the Insured, that has paid an amount in excess of the applicable
Limits of Insurance of this policy will be reimbursed first;

b. we then will be reimbursed up to the amount we have paid; and

c. lastly, any person or organization, including the Insured that has paid an amount over which this policy is
excess is entitled to claim the remainder.

Expenses incurred in the exercise of rights of recovery will be apportioned among the persons or organizations,

including the Insured, in the ratio of their respective recoveries as finally settled.

3. If, prior to the time of an Occurrence, you waive any right of recovery against a specific person or organization
for injury or damage as required under an Insured Contract, we will also waive any rights we may have against
such person or organization.

P. Transfer of Your Rights and Duties

Your rights and duties under this policy may not be transferred without our written consent.

If you die or are legally declared bankrupt, your rights and duties will be transferred to your legal representative, but

only while acting within the scope of duties as your legal representative. However, notice of cancellation sent to the

Named Insured designated in Item 1 of the Declarations and mailed to the address shown in this policy will be

sufficient notice to effect cancellation of this policy.

Q. Unintentional Failure to Disclose
Your failure to disclose all hazards existing as of the inception date of the policy will not prejudice you with respect to
the coverage afforded by this policy, provided that any such failure or omission is not intentional.

R. Violation of Economic or Trade Sanctions

If coverage for a claim or Suit under this Policy is in violation of any United States of America economic or trade

sanctions, including but not limited to, sanctions administered and enforced by the United States Treasury

Department’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (“OFAC”), then coverage for that claim or Suit will be null and void.

VII. DEFINITIONS

A. Advertisement means a notice that is broadcast or published to the general public or specific market segments
about your goods, products or services for the purpose of attracting customers or supporters. For the purposes of
this definition:
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1. notices that are published include material placed on the Internet or on similar electronic means of
communication; and

2. regarding web-sites, only that part of a web-site that is about your goods, products or services for the purposes of
attracting customers or supporters is considered an advertisement.

B. Auto means:

1. aland motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer designed for travel on public roads, including any attached machinery or
equipment; or

2. any other land vehicle that is subject to a compulsory or financial responsibility law in the state where it is licensed
or principally garaged.

However, Auto does not include Mobile Equipment.

C. Bodily Injury means bodily injury, sickness or disease sustained by any person, including death, mental anguish,
mental injury, shock or humiliation resulting from any of these at any time.

D. Crisis Management Event means an Occurrence that in the good faith opinion of a Key Executive of the Named
Insured, in the absence of Crisis Management Services, has or may result in:

1. damages covered by this policy that are in excess of the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying
Insurance or the Self-Insured Retention; and

2. significant adverse regional or national media coverage.

Crisis Management Event will include, without limitation, man-made disasters such as explosions, major crashes,
multiple deaths, burns, dismemberment, traumatic brain injury, permanent paralysis, or contamination of food, drink or
pharmaceuticals, provided that any damages arising out of any of the aforementioned must be covered under this

policy.

E. Crisis Management Firm means any firm that is shown in Schedule A, Approved Crisis Management Firms attached
to and forming part of this policy, which is hired by you to perform Crisis Management Services in connection with a
Crisis Management Event.

F. Crisis Management Loss means the following amounts incurred during a Crisis Management Event:

1. amounts for the reasonable and necessary fees and expenses incurred by a Crisis Management Firm in the
performance of Crisis Management Services for the Named Insured solely arising from a covered Crisis
Management Event; and

2. amounts for reasonable and necessary printing, advertising, mailing of materials, or travel by directors, officers,
employees or agents of the Named Insured or a Crisis Management Firm incurred at the direction of a Crisis
Management Firm, solely arising from a covered Crisis Management Event.

G. Crisis Management Services means those services performed by a Crisis Management Firm in advising the
Named Insured on minimizing potential harm to the Named Insured from a covered Crisis Management Event by
maintaining and restoring public confidence in the Named Insured.

H. CrisisResponse Costs means the following reasonable and necessary expenses incurred during a Crisis
Management Event directly caused by a Crisis Management Event, provided that such expenses have been pre-
approved by us and may be associated with damages that would be covered by this policy:

1. medical expenses;
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2. funeral expenses;

3. psychological counseling;

4. travel expenses;

5. temporary living expenses;

6. expenses to secure the scene of a Crisis Management Event; and

7. any other expenses pre-approved by the Company.

CrisisResponse Costs does not include defense costs or Crisis Management Loss.

I. CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance means the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance shown in Item 3D. of the
Declarations.

J. Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance means the Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance shown
in Item 3E of the Declarations.

K. Hostile Fire means a fire that becomes uncontrollable or breaks out from where it was intended to be.

L. Impaired Property means tangible property, other than Your Product or Your Work, that cannot be used or is less
useful because:

1. it incorporates Your Product or Your Work that is known or thought to be defective, deficient, inadequate or
dangerous; or

2. you have failed to fulfill the terms of a contract or agreement;
if such property can be restored to use by:
1. the repair, replacement, adjustment or removal of Your Product or Your Work; or
2. your fulfilling the terms of the contract or agreement.
M. Insured means:
1. the Named Insured;
2. if you are designated in the declarations as:

a. an individual, you and your spouse are insureds, but only with respect to the conduct of a business of which
you are the sole owner;

b. a partnership or joint venture, you are an insured. Your members, your partners, and their spouses are also
insureds, but only with respect to the conduct of your business.

c. alimited liability company, you are an insured. Your members are also insureds, but only with respect to the
conduct of your business. Your managers are insureds, but only with respect to their duties as your
managers;

d. an organization other than a partnership, joint venture or limited liability company, you are an insured. Your

executive officers and directors are insureds, but only with respect to their duties as your officers or directors.
Your stockholders are also insureds, but only with respect to their liability as stockholders;
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e. atrust, you are an insured. Your trustees are also insureds, but only with respect to their duties as trustees;

3. your employees other than your executive officers (if you are an organization other than a partnership, joint
venture or limited liability company) or your managers (if you are a limited liability company), but only for acts
within the scope of their employment by you or while performing duties related to the conduct of your business;

4. your volunteer workers only while performing duties related to the conduct of your business;

5. any person (other than your employee or volunteer worker) or organization while acting as your real estate
manager;

6. your legal representative if you die, but only with respect to duties as such. That representative will have all your
rights and duties under this policy;

7. any person or organization, other than the Named Insured, included as an additional insured under Scheduled
Underlying Insurance, but not for broader coverage than would be afforded by such Scheduled Underlying
Insurance.

8. Any person (other than your partners, executive officers, directors, stockholders or employees) or organization
with respect to any Auto owned by you, loaned to you or hired by you or on your behalf and used with your
permission.

However, the coverage granted by this provision does not apply to any person using an Auto while working in a
business that sells, services, repairs or parks Autos unless you are in that business.

9. as of the inception date of this policy, any organization, except for a partnership, joint venture or limited liability
company, in which you maintain an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) as of the effective date of this policy,
provided that coverage provided to such organization under this paragraph does not apply to any Bodily Injury
or Property Damage that occurred or any Personal Injury and Advertising Injury that was caused by an
Occurrence that was committed before you acquired or formed such organization or after you ceased to maintain
an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) in such organization; and

10. after the inception date of this policy, any organization, except for a partnership, joint venture or limited liability
company, that you acquire or form during the Policy Period in which you maintain an interest of more than fifty
percent (50%), provided that:

a. coverage provided to such organization under this paragraph does not apply to any Bodily Injury or
Property Damage that occurred or any Personal Injury and Advertising Injury that was caused by an
Occurrence that was committed before you acquired or formed such organization or after you ceased to
maintain an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) in such organization; and

b. you give us prompt notice after you acquire or form such organization.

Subject to the provisions of Paragraphs 10a. and 10b. above, a partnership, joint venture or limited liability
company that you acquire or form during the Policy Period may be added as an Insured only by a written
endorsement that we make a part of this policy.

We may, at our option, make an additional premium charge for any organization that you acquire or form during
the Policy Period.

You agree that any organization to which paragraphs 9. and 10. above apply, will be required to be included as an
Insured under applicable Scheduled Underlying Insurance. If you fail to comply with this requirement, coverage
under this policy will apply as though the organization was included as an Insured, under the highest applicable limit
of Scheduled Underlying Insurance.
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Notwithstanding any of the above:

a. no person or organization is an Insured with respect to the conduct of any current, past or newly formed
partnership, joint venture or limited liability company that is not designated as the Named Insured in Item 1 of the
Declarations; and

b. no person or organization is an Insured under this policy who is not an Insured under applicable Scheduled
Underlying Insurance. This provision shall not apply to any organization set forth in the definition of Insured in
Paragraphs 9. and 10. above.

N. Insured Contract means that part of any contract or agreement pertaining to your business under which any Insured
assumes the tort liability of another party to pay for Bodily Injury or Property Damage to a third person or
organization. Tort liability means a liability that would be imposed by law in the absence of any contract or
agreement.

Insured Contract does not include that part of any contract or agreement:

1. that indemnifies a railroad for Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of construction or demolition
operations, within 50 feet of any railroad property and affecting any railroad bridge or trestle, tracks, road-beds,
tunnel, underpass or crossing;

2. that indemnifies an architect, engineer or surveyor for injury or damage arising out of:

a. preparing, approving, or failing to prepare or approve, maps, shop drawings, opinions, reports, surveys, field
orders, change orders or drawings and specifications; or

b. giving directions or instructions, or failing to give them, if that is the primary cause of the injury or damage; or
3. under which the Insured, if an architect, engineer or surveyor, assumes liability for an injury or damage arising
out of the Insured's rendering or failure to render professional services, including those shown in subparagraph
2. above and supervisory, inspection, architectural or engineering activities.
0. Key Executive means the Chief Executive Officer, Chief Operating Officer, Chief Financial Officer, President,
General Counsel or general partner (if the Named Insured is a partnership) of the Named Insured or sole proprietor
(if the Named Insured is a sole proprietorship). A Key Executive also means any other person holding a title
designated by you and approved by us, which title is shown in Schedule B, Additional Key Executives attached to and
forming part of this policy.
P. Loss means those sums actually paid as judgments or settlements, provided, however, that if expenses incurred to
defend a Suit or to investigate a claim reduce the applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, then Loss
shall include such expenses.

Q. Mobile Equipment means any of the following types of land vehicles, including any attached machinery or
equipment:

1. bulldozers, farm machinery, forklifts and other vehicles designed for use principally off public roads;
2. vehicles maintained for use solely on or next to premises you own or rent;
3. vehicles that travel on crawler treads;
4. vehicles, whether self-propelled or not, maintained primarily to provide mobility to permanently mounted:
a. power cranes, shovels, loaders, diggers or drills; or
b. road construction or resurfacing equipment such as graders, scrapers or rollers;
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5. vehicles not described in Paragraph 1., 2., 3. or 4. above that are not self-propelled and are maintained primarily
to provide mobility to permanently attached equipment of the following types:

a. air compressors, pumps and generators, including spraying, welding, building cleaning, geophysical
exploration, lighting and well servicing equipment; or

b. cherry pickers and similar devices used to raise or lower workers;

6. vehicles not described in Paragraph 1., 2., 3. or 4. above maintained primarily for purposes other than the
transportation of persons or cargo.

However, self-propelled vehicles with the following types of permanently attached equipment are not Mobile
Equipment, but will be considered Autos:

a. equipment designed primarily for:
i) snow removal;
i) road maintenance, but not construction or resurfacing; or
ii) street cleaning;

b. cherry pickers and similar devices mounted on automobile or truck chassis and used to raise or lower
workers; and

c. air compressors, pumps and generators, including spraying, welding, building cleaning, geophysical
exploration, lighting and well servicing equipment.

However, Mobile Equipment does not include any land vehicle that is subject to a compulsory or financial
responsibility law or other motor vehicle insurance law in the state where it is licensed or principally garaged.

material or act will be deemed to arise out of one Occurrence, regardless of the frequency or repetition thereof,
the number and kind of media used and the number of claimants.

T. Other Insurance means a valid and collectible policy of insurance providing coverage for damages covered in whole
or in part by this policy.

However, Other Insurance does not include Scheduled Underlying Insurance, the Self-Insured Retention or any
policy of insurance specifically purchased to be excess of this policy affording coverage that this policy also affords.

U. Personal Injury and Advertising Injury means injury arising out of your business, including consequential Bodily
Injury, arising out of one or more of the following offenses:

W. Pollutants means any solid, liquid, gaseous or thermal irritant or contaminant including smoke, vapor, soot, fumes,
acids, alkalis, chemicals and waste. Waste includes materials to be recycled, reconditioned or reclaimed.

X. Products-Completed Operations Hazard means all Bodily Injury and Property Damage occurring away from
premises you own or rent and arising out of Your Product or Your Work except:

Scheduled Underlying Insurance does not include a policy of insurance specifically purchased to be excess of this
policy affording coverage that this policy also affords.

Self-Insured Retention means the amount that is shown in Item 5. of the Declarations.

Suit means a civil proceeding in which damages because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage, or Personal Injury
and Advertising Injury to which this policy applies are alleged. Suit includes:

1. an arbitration proceeding in which such damages are claimed and to which the Insured must submit or does
submit with our consent; or

2. any other alternative dispute resolution proceeding in which such damages are claimed and to which the Insured
submits with our consent.

DD.Your Product means:

1. any goods or products, other than real property, manufactured, sold, handled, distributed or disposed of by:
a. you;
b. others trading under your name; or
C. a person or organization whose business or assets you have acquired; and

2. containers (other than vehicles), materials, parts or equipment furnished in connection with such goods or
products.

Your Product includes:

1. warranties or representations made at any time with respect to the fitness, quality, durability, performance or use
of Your Product; and

2. the providing of or failure to provide warnings or instructions.
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Your Product does not include vending machines or other property rented to or located for the use of others but not
sold.

EE. Your Work means:
1. work or operations performed by you or on your behalf; and
2. materials, parts or equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations.
Your Work includes:

1. warranties or representations made at any time with respect to the fitness, quality, durability, performance or use
of Your Work; and

2. the providing of or failure to provide warnings or instructions.

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INTRODUCTION
While most of the information contained in this guide is generic, the purpose is to give program
administrators some insight into basic umbrella underwriting and AIG’s requirements. Specific
program Underwriting Guidelines outline risk grades, hazards and requirements for the program.

AIG’s underwriting philosophy is to view the umbrella as a catastrophic contract that provides
high limits of protection against an unforeseen disastrous occurrence. The umbrella policy is not
a substitute for primary insurance. Known exposures must be evaluated and sufficient primary
insurance must be in place to protect the umbrella. The coverage extensions afforded, subject to
the SIR, allow for truly fortuitous and unexpected occurrences.

We have two umbrella contracts: Standard Commercial Umbrella and Umbrella Prime. The
Standard Commercial Umbrella form 57697 (10/04) is used in AK, VT and WA. Umbrella
Prime form 105850 (2/11) is used in VA and Umbrella Prime form 80517 (11/09) is used in the
remaining states and DC. Umbrella Prime can only be used in AK, VT and WA on a
nonadmitted basis. Some form numbers are provided throughout this guideline, but this
information is only current as of the date this document was written. For a current full list of
mandatory and optional forms refer to the AIG Programs website. The writing company
for all policies on forms 57697, 10580 and 80517 is National Union Fire Insurance
Company.

UMBRELLA OVERVIEW
Umbrella insurance is excess insurance that provides:
1. High liability limits
The umbrella policy provides liability limits above scheduled insurance that the insured
has purchased. For commercial accounts the underlying or primary coverage must
include Commercial General Liability and can also include Employers Liability, Auto
Liability, Liquor Liability or other specialized coverage tailored to the insured’s needs.

2. Excess of Aggregate/”Drop Down”
The umbrella is also designed to provide coverage when the aggregate limits of the
underlying policy have been exhausted by the payment of claims.

3. Coverage for Unknown and Unexpected Liability Losses
The umbrella policy may cover unknown and unexpected liability losses that are not
covered by the insured’s underlying policies. Umbrella policies provide primary
coverage, subject to the self-insured retention, for gaps that may exist between underlying
policies — subject to the umbrella terms and conditions. This is different than an excess
policy which is follow form and the terms and conditions on the excess policy are never
broader than the terms of the primary policy. With follow form policies there are no gaps
between the underlying policy and the excess policy. Although this feature exists, it is
expected that the underwriter will identify gaps in the primary and attach the follow form
endorsement.





LIMITS OF LIABILITY
Refer to the program guidelines to determine the limits of liability that you can bind and the
maximum limits available in the particular program.

SOURCE OF UNDERWRITING INFORMATION
A completed commercial umbrella application, signed by the producer, must be received prior to
providing a new quote. ACORD applications 125 (Applicant Information) and 131 (Umbrella)
are preferred over proprietary applications. Financial information, surveys, loss runs and pricing
worksheets from the primary insurance program should also be reviewed. When there are
multiple named insureds review the primary insurance program (i.e. limits, premium, insurer,
type and extent of coverage) for each entity. Also, obtain and review a description of operation
for each named insured and the relationship of each named insured to each of the other named
insureds.

UMBRELLA UNDERWRITING CONCEPTS
The umbrella underwriter has to take the following into consideration:
e Great degree of unpredictability
e Long tail development
e Low premiums to limits exposed

Underwriting attention must be directed towards severity and catastrophe rather than to
frequency. Usually frequency is not a problem unless the underlying aggregate has been
exhausted. The nature of some frequent losses might cause concern if a severity or catastrophe
potential is also present.

Understanding a business’ operation is essential to evaluating the risk. Risk grades can be a
starting point in the catastrophe evaluation process. The loss severity potential of a class of
business is considered in these grades. However, there are some classes which reflect a high risk
grade solely due to loss frequency potential (e.g. restaurants without liquor liability). Individual
severity exposures must also be examined to evaluate the catastrophe loss potential of a risk.
Risks with low hazards and average risk characteristics are preferred. Also, medium hazard risks
with above average to excellent risk characteristics are acceptable. As the degree of hazard
increases superior risk characteristics must be in place.

Identify exposures for the type of operation and the insured’s controls when assessing the degree
of hazard that exists in premises/operations, products/completed operations and automobile
liability.

e What is the insured’s operation?

e How can it cause BI, PD, Pl and Al?

¢ How much damage can result?

e Can an injury be minor, major, affect more than one person or result in death(s)?

For example, a toy manufacturer is a risk hazard grade 6. However, the degree of hazard within
this referral grade can range low to high as follows:





Deqgree of Hazard Toy Manufacturer

Low Board games
Moderate Dolls
High Skateboards

What amount of property damage can result and what is the probability of the insured’s
operations, products or vehicles causing:

e Indirect or consequential damage?

e Minor direct damage?

e Loss of use?
The probability that a fertilizer manufacturer can cause property damage is high while that of a
canned food processor (other than animal food) is low.

What are the probability and frequency of the insured’s operation or product causing:
e Small losses?
e Medium-size losses?
e Large losses?
e Catastrophic loss?

A grocery store can have many small to medium losses from slips and falls, whereas a
manufacturer can be subject to batch claims. A pharmaceuticals manufacturer can have a high
probability of sustaining frequent large losses. The degree of hazard for a pharmaceutical
manufacturer is catastrophic.

NAMED INSURED
Identifying the insured is an important step in underwriting the umbrella policy. It is critical to
know exactly what each entity does and where underlying insurance is placed. The definition of
named insured includes controlled organizations and subsidiaries. There are many cases where
the controlling interest in an organization can be less than a majority interest.

Do not name entities other than the named insured and its subsidiaries on umbrella policies. To
exclude one or more controlled companies or subsidiaries use the Specified Entity(s) Exclusion

Form 60433 for Standard Commercial Umbrella and Form 89484 for Umbrella Prime to list the
entity(s) to be excluded from the umbrella policy. Exclude entities that are either covered under
other policies or which have unacceptable exposures.

An individual cannot be listed as named insured on commercial umbrella policies unless it is the
legal entity.

ADDITIONAL INSUREDS
Our umbrella policy includes additional insureds in the definition of insured if 1. the additional
insureds are additional insureds in the scheduled underlying insurance and 2. the coverage is no
broader than that in the scheduled underlying policies.





UNDERLYING CARRIER
In most cases we write umbrella policies over our own primary policies; however coverages
other than the general liability can be written over other carriers. We require all carriers to have
an A.M. Best’s rating of A- VI or better. Lloyds of London is not an acceptable underlying
carrier. State assigned risk pools and state workers compensation funds are only acceptable for
Workers Compensation.

CONCURRENCY/POLICY PERIOD
Because of the problems from exhaustion of aggregate limits, the policy periods for all the
underlying policies (with the exception of Employer’s Liability) must be concurrent with the
policy period of the umbrella policy. This must be achieved by the first anniversary of the
umbrella policy. The easiest way to handle the situation is to write a short-term umbrella that
expires the same date as the primary GL, auto or garage policy; then issue an umbrella with
concurrent dates. Whenever underlying policy periods are not concurrent with the umbrella
policy period you must attach the Nonconcurrency Endorsement Form 78841 for Standard
Commercial Umbrella and Form 81581 for Umbrella Prime.

LOCATION AGGREGATE/PER PROJECT AGGREGATE
Do not attach a per location aggregate or a per project aggregate to the umbrella policy. There
are too many legal liability issues that can be assessed to multiple locations that could stretch or
compound our limits beyond our intent at the price for exposure of umbrella pricing. On the
other hand, with complex, multi-location or multi-project risks, consideration should be given to
requiring general aggregate limits in the underlying coverage to apply on a per location and/or
per project basis. The reason is that if the insured has a significant location or job site loss which
wipes out the primary aggregate limit, we do not want to provide our limit at all locations or job
sites as primary limits for the remainder of the policy term. When there is either a per location
aggregate or a per project aggregate on a scheduled GL policy show the aggregate on the
schedule of underlying insurance by entering a check in the box for either the per location or per
project aggregate.

LEAD EXPOSURE
Lead Exclusion Form 86436 (8/04) for Standard Commercial Umbrella and Form 86471 for
Umbrella Prime must be added to all umbrella policies unless a particular state does not permit a
lead exclusion.

SEXUAL ABUSE, MISCONDUCT/CHILD MOLESTATION
This exposure must be excluded by attaching Sexual Abuse or Molestation Exclusion Form
60423 for Standard Commercial Umbrella and Form 113512 for Umbrella Prime on all umbrella
policies unless if granted authority to provide sexual abuse or molestation in the PA Authority.





AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY
The following must be considered recognizing that our umbrella policies are excess and only
respond when losses exceed underlying limits.

Number of Vehicles
The potential for a large loss exists whether there is one owned auto or a hundred owned autos.
As the number of vehicles increase so does the potential for a large loss.

Motor Vehicle Reports (MVRS)

In most cases it is not necessary to order MVRs solely for an umbrella policy. MVRs should be
ordered when we are not the primary carrier and there is a heavy auto exposure. When we write
the primary automobile coverage, the program administrator should review the driver profile and
available MVRs in order to evaluate the catastrophe exposure.

Operations

Length of haul — A risk that regularly travels long distance presents greater exposure due to
driver fatigue, unfamiliar roads and equipment failure. On the other hand, short distance travel
within a large metropolitan area may present even greater exposure due to traffic congestion,
time delivery constraints and multiple stops.

Routes traveled — Mountain roads, ice, snow, fog areas and heavy rain also contribute to loss
potential.

Average daily use — Vehicles that are constantly on the road are more likely to generate a loss
than ones parked all day.

Personal use auto — Large sales fleets may get a lot of non-work related use, ex. after hours,
spouse and children.

Trip leases — This is typical of “gypsy operators” (truckers who lease to several carriers). They
will generally haul anything and everything, anywhere and everywhere.

Passenger hazard — Buses and liveries have multiple injury exposures that can result in multiple
lawsuits from one accident.

Non-ownership — Increased legal exposure from employees using their own vehicles on behalf of
the insured — usually law firms, real estate companies, visiting nurses, social workers, newspaper
delivery and pizza delivery.

Drivers — Age, MVRs, experience, caliber, turnover and method of remuneration all can affect
the potential for loss.

Equipment — Size, weight, age, condition and maintenance all affect loss potential.

Management — Experience, supervision, pay scale, training, financial condition and safety
standards are underwriting concerns on every risk.





High hazard vehicles — Risks that have more than an incidental exposure to the high hazard autos
listed below (greater than 10% of fleet) must be referred to the Program Manager prior to
binding.

HIGH HAZARD AUTO EXPOSURE
Acetylene gas — explosion, fire, loading and unloading
Ambulance — emergency vehicles, passenger hazard
Anhydrous ammonia — fire, explosion, toxic chemicals
Auto dealer — customer usage, extensive personal use, drive away
Auto driving schools — passenger hazard, inexperienced drivers
Auto parts stores — young drivers
Auto truck repairs — customer usage, young drivers, completed operations
Auto racing
Auto retail delivery — young drivers
Carnivals — itinerant workers, employee caliber, young drivers
Cattle or livestock dealers — load stability, shifting overturn
Chemical hauling — explosion, fire, toxic chemicals, loading and unloading
Concrete mix in transit — heavy loads, stability, congested areas
Drive yourself moving trucks ex. U Haul and Ryder — no control over drivers
Excavation contractors — dump trucks and trailers, heavy loads
Explosives
Fairs (see Carnivals above)
Farm labor — inexperienced operators, passenger hazard, multiple injury, old equipment
Fruit, vegetable or poultry dealers — congested areas, load stability, toxic waste
Gasoline dealer or distributor — fire, explosion, heavy weight, loading and unloading
Hay haulers — load stability, old equipment, fire, inexperienced operators
Heavy equipment haulers — load stability, weight, loading and unloading
House moving — load stability, loading and unloading
Ice cream trucks — lure children into streets
Iron and steel hauling — heavy weight, load stability, loading and unloading
Junk dealer — load stability, young drivers, old equipment
Moving vans — load stability, long haul, tight schedules, extra heavy
Newspaper delivery — tight schedules, non-owned, loading and unloading

UNINSURED/UNDERINSURED MOTORIST (UM/UIM) COVERAGE

The Standard Commercial Umbrella contract 57697 (10/04) excludes UM/UIM under Exclusion
C and the Umbrella Prime contracts 80517 and 105850 (VA only) exclude UM/UIM under
Exclusion O. For Florida, Louisiana, New Hampshire, Vermont and West Virginia UM and/or
UIM must be offered on admitted and nonadmitted policies whenever there are any registered or
principally garaged vehicles in those states provided certain requirements are met. If an insured
rejects UM/UIM once do not offer it again except in Florida where UM/UIM must be offered
every year. In Vermont the insured cannot reject UM/UIM, but the insured can select a limit as
los as $100,000. Do not offer UM/UIM in any states when we are only providing hired car and





non-owned auto. Refer to the AIG Program’s website www.aigprograms.net for the rules
regarding UM/UIM on our Commercial Umbrella before offering this coverage.

FOREIGN EXPOSURES
The ISO commercial general liability and automobile liability policies limit coverage to
occurrences taking place in the United States of America (including its territories and
possessions), Puerto Rico and Canada. In addition, the ISO CGL coverage form covers suits in
all parts of the world if:

(1) The injury or damages arises out of:
(a) Goods or products made or sold in the U.S. (including its territories and
possessions), Puerto Rico and Canada, or
(b) The activities of a person whose home is in the territory described in (a) above,
but away for a short time on your business, and
(2) The insured’s responsibility to pay damages is determined in a “suit” on the merits in
the territory described (a) above or in a settlement we agree to.

Our umbrella policy provides coverage for occurrences that occur anywhere in the world
(provided there are no OFAC restrictions). One of these two endorsements must be attached to
the umbrella policy whenever there is a foreign liability exposure. Attach Foreign Liability
Exclusion Form 60419 for Standard Commercial Umbrella and Form 80431 for Umbrella Prime
to prevent the umbrella policy from picking up foreign liability. If foreign liability is scheduled
on the umbrella policy attach Foreign Liability Follow Form Endorsement Form 57710 for
Standard Commercial Umbrella and Form 80432 for Umbrella Prime so that the umbrella policy
provides additional limits over the scheduled foreign liability policy while not being broader than
the scheduled insurance.

U.S. companies may have exposure for foreign sales and/or foreign operations. Determine if the
products are sold outside the U.S., if there is foreign travel or if the insured has locations outside
the U.S. Whenever a risk has foreign locations or operations, a primary foreign liability policy is
required. Foreign coverage could also be required for incidental operations depending on the
degree of exposure. A WorldSource Underwriter will be able to determine when a primary
liability policy is needed as well as whether or not foreign underlyers must be purchased. We
can write an umbrella over nonadmitted foreign policies written from the U.S. (called
nonadmitted policies), but we cannot write over foreign issued policies (called local policies).

We prefer the foreign policies be written with our WorldSource department. If the foreign
policies are written with another carrier that carrier must be rated A- V11 or better by A.M. Best.
The minimum underlying limits we require for foreign policies are the same as those we require
for domestic U.S. policies. Schedule the foreign policies in the schedule of underlying
insurance. List each of the lines that the umbrella is over by showing the policy number, policy
period and limits. The GL, auto and EL must be listed separately. Use the GL premium, but for
the auto charge 1 PPT for every car rental up to two weeks in duration. No charge is made for
EL. We do not write over kidnap ransom and extortion, political risk, travel accident or property





so if the foreign package contains these coverages do not schedule them and do not include the
premium charges for those coverages.

AIRCRAFT LIABILITY
Owned and non-owned aircraft coverages cannot be scheduled as underlying insurance.

WATERCRAFT
Our umbrella policy covers liability for watercraft only on a follow-form basis arising out of the
ownership, maintenance, operation, use, loading or unloading of any watercraft owned by the
insured or rented to the insured without a crew. We cannot cover jet skis.

We are willing to cover incidental owned watercraft provided they are:
e Less than 26 feet for owned — 51 feet for non-owned
Not used for racing
Not rented, leased or chartered to others
Speed rated at less than 40 mph
Not used as a livery for persons or commodities
Not powered in excess of manufacturer’s specifications
Insured for minimum underlying limits of $1,000,000 — no sublimits for water skiing

PERSONAL UMBRELLAS
We are not a market for personal umbrellas.

SELF-INSURED RETENTION/DEDUCTIBLES IN PRIMARY UNDERLYING

Any umbrella to be written over a large self-insured retention (SIR) or deductible ($10,000 or
more) in the primary must be referred to Home Office for approval prior to binding. The
umbrella SIR is $10,000; however if the scheduled underlying insurance has a SIR or deductible
larger than $10,000 then the umbrella SIR must be equal to that larger SIR or deductible. The
Program Manager may waive the SIR requirement of the umbrella in any state.

When the GL has a deductible you must adjust the GL premium used for the umbrella by
excluding the credit applied to the GL premium for the deductible.

ENDORSEMENTS
The proper use of endorsements is a vital part of successful umbrella underwriting. They service
to preserve the catastrophic nature of the umbrella by restricting or eliminating coverage in the
instances where primary coverage does not exist. They clarify who is an insured and the extent
of coverage provided when a comprehensive insurance program is not in place for a given entity.





Exclusions

If an exposure is excluded in the primary coverage by endorsement, you must exclude the
exposure in the umbrella. Not adding exclusion can cause the umbrella policy to become
primary over the SIR for indemnity and primary for defense.

Follow form endorsements

These endorsements ensure that the umbrella policy follows a primary coverage with respect to
insuring agreements, conditions and exclusions. In addition, the follow form endorsements state
that the umbrella policy will be no broader than the scheduled underlying policies. When
primary coverage is not standard add the Commercial General Liability Limitation Endorsement
Form 87042 for Commercial Umbrella and Form 87043 for Umbrella Prime to avoid confusion
over coverage. In most cases this results in the use of follow-form endorsement to limit umbrella
coverage where it is broader than the primary so that known drop down exposure can be avoided.

NEW YORK FREE TRADE ZONE
All umbrella and excess policies in New York are written in the New York Free Trade Zone
(NYFTZ). Refer to NYFTZ Bulletins 7A AO (02 18 15) and 7A AO (03 17 15) on the AIG
Program’s website for the procedures. Disclosure Notice 115303 (5/13) is in Cover-All and it
automatically attaches to umbrella policies written in the New York Free Trade Zone.

REFERRALS

e Any umbrella with the first million layer premium greater than $25,000.

e Federal Employee Act coverage

e Request for lower employer’s liability underlying limits must be referred. However, the
following states have various statutes, which allow for the exclusive remedy of workers
compensation coverage to be breached: California, Illinois, New York, Ohio, Texas and
West Virginia. We will not drop below our minimum attachment policy of $500,000 for
accounts with exposures in these states except for Ohio, Texas and West Virgina where
we require a $1,000,000 attachment point.

The current Program Administrator Authorities are defined in the specific guidelines. These are
listed as examples of major areas to usually avoid.

e Aviation products and liability with respect to airframe, engine components and control
equipment
Directors and Officers
Bodily Injury for railroads that transport fare paying passengers
Vehicles used in speed contests or to haul explosives
SEC Liability
Pollution Liability — except hostile fire
Product Recall
Professional Liability other than cosmetic stores; dental labs; hearing aids; pet grooming;
pet stores; print shops; barbers; beauticians; druggists; optometrists; funeral directors;
cemetery professional; opticians; librarians; school nurses; school or camp infirmaries
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with no employed physicians, physical assistants or drug dispensing; and miscellaneous
professional liability which is included in ISO general liability classifications.
Environmental Impairment Liability

Any liability from the manufacturing, processing or exclusive wholesale distribution of
tobacco products

War
Liquor liability if the insured is in the business of manufacturing alcoholic beverage
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UMBRELLA RATING
Umbrella rating varies by state and can change as states approve new filings. The External
Umbrella Rater has been programmed with the current rates by state. Instructions on how to use

the rater are available on the AIG Program Website.

To calculate the premium for the first million of umbrella excess coverage, the following
designated factors must be applied against the base underlying premium for CGL and
miscellaneous coverages. The base underlying premium is defined as manual premium less
experience and schedule credit, but before deductible credits.
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Base Underlying Premium = Written Premium before deductible credits.
For automobile coverage per unit rates are to be used.

The underwriter must assess the risk’s potential to incur a catastrophic loss, i.e. level of severity.
The severity guide is designed to assist the underwriter in selecting an appropriate pricing factor
from the range of designed factors.

GL Underlying Risk Hazard Grade - This risk hazard grade is not applicable in flat rate states
(AK, FL, LA, MO & OH) or HI.

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ADVISORY NOTICE - UMBRELLA PRIME
COMMERCIAL UMBRELLA LIABILITY POLICY

This is a summary of the major changes to your umbrella liability coverage. This notice does not
reference every editorial difference between the Umbrella Prime Commercial Umbrella Liability
Policy (the “Policy”) and your previous umbrella policy. No coverage is provided by this summary
nor can it be construed to replace any provisions of your policy or endorsements. You should
read your policy and review your declaration page for complete information on the coverages you
are provided. If there is any conflict between the policy and this summary, THE PROVISIONS OF
THIS POLICY SHALL PREVAIL.

The major areas within the policy that broaden or reduce coverage are highlighted below. Also,
the areas within the policy that do not impact coverage are highlighted below.

NO IMPACT IN COVERAGE

Definition of Named Insured

e Named Insured defined to include any organization (except for partnership, joint venture
or limited liability company), in which you maintain an interest of more than (50%) as of
the inception date. Under the Policy, any such entity must be included as an insured in
the underlying policy in order to be considered a Named Insured.

e Partnerships, Joint Ventures or Limited Liability Companies in which you maintain an
interest of more than (50%) are not given automatic status as a Named Insured and must
be added as an insured by written endorsement.

Insuring Agreement Conditions

The Policy’s Insuring Agreement contains standard conditions to coverage that were not included
in your prior policy:

e No coverage for any continuation, change or resumption of bodily injury or property
damage during or after the policy period, if certain categories of persons know prior to the
policy period that the bodily injury or property damage had occurred.

e Bodily injury or property damage that occurs during the policy period of this insurance
includes any continuation, resumption, or change in such injury or damage after this
insurance expires.

e Bodily injury or property damage will be deemed to have been known to have occurred
when a designated insured reports the bodily injury or property damage to us or any
other insurer, receives a written or verbal demand or claim for damages for bodily injury
or property damage, or such insured becomes aware by any other means that bodily
injury or property damage has occurred.

e Damages that arise from bodily injury include those that any party claims at any time for
care, loss of services, or death that results from such bodily injury.

Defense Provisions

e The Policy provides for the tendering of control of defense to the insured after exhaustion
of the applicable limits of insurance.
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Limits of Insurance

e The Policy applies only in excess of the Retained Limit. If however, a policy shown in the
Schedule of Underlying Insurance forming a part of this policy has a limit of insurance: (1)
greater than the amount shown in such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the
greater amount of valid and collectible insurance; or (2) less than the amount shown in
such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the amount shown in the Schedule of
Underlying Insurance forming a part of this policy.

Conditions

e Under the Transfer of Rights of Recovery Condition, if prior to an occurrence, the Named
Insured waives any right of recovery against a specific person or organization for injury or
damage as required under an insured contract, the Company will also waive any rights it
may have against such person or organization.

Definitions
e Scheduled Underlying Insurance defined to mean: (1) the policy or policies of insurance
and limits of insurance shown in the Schedule of Underlying Insurance forming a part of
this policy; and (2) automatically any renewal or replacement of any policy in (1) above,
provided that such renewal or replacement provides equivalent coverage to and affords
limits of insurance equal to or greater than the policy being renewed or replaced.

Scheduled Underlying Insurance does not include a policy of insurance specifically
purchased to be excess of this policy affording coverage that this policy also affords.

e No person or organization is an Insured under this Policy who is not an Insured under
applicable Scheduled Underlying Insurance. This provision shall not apply to any
organization set forth in the definition of Named Insured in Paragraphs R. 2 and 3.

BROADENINGS IN COVERAGE

Defense Provisions

o |If prevented by law from assuming defense obligations, we will pay any expenses
incurred with our consent.

Exclusions
e The Policy includes the following exceptions to the Property Damage Exclusion:

o Paragraph (2) above does not apply if the location is the named insured's work
and the named insured never occupied or rented the location or held it for rent.

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Definitions
e Definition of “Insured” includes volunteer workers.
Conditions

e The Named Insured’s failure to disclose all hazards existing as of the inception date of
the policy will not prejudice you with respect to the coverage afforded by this policy,
provided that any such failure or omission is not intentional.

REDUCTIONS IN COVERAGE

Limits of Insurance

o Defense expenses are in addition to Limits. However, under the Policy, if such expenses
reduce the limit of underlying policy, then such expenses reduce the limits of the Policy.

Exclusions

e No exception for aircraft and watercraft if insurance provided by a policy listed in the
Schedule of Underlying Insurance

e Aircraft and Watercraft exclusion applies to entrustment of the aircraft and watercraft to
others.

e Policy includes the following exclusions:

Under Pollution exclusion, coverage provided under the exception for upset, overturn or
damage of an auto only applies if the pollutants or any property in which the pollutants
are contained are upset, overturned or damaged as a result of the maintenance or use of
an auto covered by scheduled underlying insurance and the discharge, dispersal,
seepage, migration, release or escape of the pollutants is caused directly by such upset,
overturn or damage.

Personal Injury and Advertising Injury excluded when caused by or at the direction of the

Definition of Property Damage does not include electronic data as tangible property.

Definition of Products-Completed Operations Hazard does not include bodily injury or
property damage arising out of the transportation of property, unless the injury or damage
arises out of a condition in or on a vehicle not owned or operated by you.

Conditions

Under Maintenance of Underlying Limits Condition, any renewals or replacements of
Scheduled Underlying Insurance must provide both equivalent coverage to and afford
limits of insurance equal to or greater than the policy being renewed or replaced. Your
previous policy only required equivalent coverage.

Commercial Umbrella Liability Policy With CrisisResponse®

Various provisions in this policy restrict coverage. Read the entire policy carefully to determine rights, duties and what is
and is not covered.

Throughout this policy the words "you" and "your" refer to the Named Insured shown in the Declarations and any other
person or organization qualifying as a Named Insured under this policy. The words "we,” "us" and "our" refer to the
company providing this insurance.

The word Insured means any person or organization qualifying as such under Section VII. Definitions.

Except for headings, words that appear in bold print have special meaning. See Section VII. Definitions.

In consideration of the payment of the premium and in reliance upon the statements in the Declarations, we agree to
provide coverage as follows:

I. INSURING AGREEMENT - COMMERCIAL UMBRELLA LIABILITY

A. We will pay on behalf of the Insured those sums in excess of the Retained Limit that the Insured becomes legally
obligated to pay as damages by reason of liability imposed by law because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or
Personal Injury and Advertising Injury to which this insurance applies or because of Bodily Injury or Property
Damage to which this insurance applies assumed by the Insured under an Insured Contract.

The amount we will pay for damages is limited as described in Section IV. Limits of Insurance.
B. This policy applies, only if:

1. the Bodily Injury or Property Damage is caused by an Occurrence that takes place anywhere, and the Bodily
Injury or Property Damage occurs during the Policy Period; and

2. the Personal Injury and Advertising Injury is caused by an Occurrence that takes place anywhere arising out
of your business, but only if the Occurrence was committed during the Policy Period.

C. 1. This policy applies to Bodily Injury or Property Damage, only if prior to the Policy Period, no Insured listed
under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M. of Section VII., no executive officer or director listed
under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. and no employee authorized by you to give or receive
notice of an Occurrence, claim or Suit, knew that the Bodily Injury or Property Damage had occurred, in whole
or in part. If such an Insured or authorized employee knew, prior to the Policy Period, that the Bodily Injury or
Property Damage had occurred, then any continuation, change or resumption of such Bodily Injury or Property
Damage during or after the Policy Period will be deemed to have been known prior to the Policy Period.

2. Bodily Injury or Property Damage which occurs during the Policy Period and was not, prior to the Policy
Period, known to have occurred by any Insured listed under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M.
of Section VII., any executive officer or director listed under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. or
any employee authorized by you to give or receive notice of an Occurrence or claim, includes any continuation,
change or resumption of that Bodily Injury or Property Damage after the end of the Policy Period.

D. Bodily Injury or Property Damage will be deemed to have been known to have occurred at the earliest time when
any Insured listed under subparagraphs 2a., 2b., 2c. or 2e. of Paragraph M. of Section VII, any executive officer or
director listed under subparagraph 2d. of Paragraph M. of Section VII. or any employee who was authorized by you to
give or receive notice of an Occurrence, claim or Suit:

1. reports all, or any part, of the Bodily Injury or Property Damage to us or any other insurer;
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2. receives a written or verbal demand or claim for damages because of the Bodily Injury or Property Damage; or

3. becomes aware by any other means that Bodily Injury or Property Damage has occurred or has begun to
occur.

Damages because of Bodily Injury include damages claimed by any person or organization for care, loss of services
or death resulting at any time from the Bodily Injury.

If we are prevented by law or statute from paying damages covered by this policy on behalf of the Insured, then we
will indemnify the Insured for those sums in excess of the Retained Limit.

Il. INSURING AGREEMENT—CRISISRESPONSE® AND EXCESS CASUALTY CRISISFUND®

A.

CrisisResponse

We will advance CrisisResponse Costs directly to third parties on behalf of the Named Insured, regardless of fault,
arising from a Crisis Management Event first commencing during the Policy Period, up to the amount of the
CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance.

Excess Casualty CrisisFund

We will pay Crisis Management Loss on behalf of the Named Insured arising from a Crisis Management Event first
commencing during the Policy Period, up to the amount of the Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance.

A Crisis Management Event will first commence at the time during the Policy Period when a Key Executive first
becomes aware of an Occurrence that gives rise to a Crisis Management Event and will end when we determine
that a crisis no longer exists or when the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance has been exhausted, whichever
occurs first.

There will be no Retained Limit applicable to CrisisResponse Costs or Crisis Management Loss.
Any advancement of CrisisResponse Costs or payment of Crisis Management Loss that we make under the

coverage provided by this Section Il. will not be a determination of our obligations under this policy, nor create any
duty to defend any Suit under any other part of this policy.

DEFENSE PROVISIONS

C.

We will have the right and duty to defend any Suit against the Insured that seeks damages for Bodily Injury,
Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury covered by this policy, even if the Suit is groundless,
false or fraudulent when:

1. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance have been exhausted by payment of Loss to
which this policy applies and the total applicable limits of Other Insurance have been exhausted; or

2. the damages sought because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury
would not be covered by Scheduled Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance, even if the total
applicable limits of either the Scheduled Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance had not
been exhausted by the payment of Loss.

If we are prevented by law or statute from assuming the obligations specified under this provision, we will pay any
expenses incurred with our consent.

We will have no duty to defend the Insured against any Suit seeking damages for Bodily Injury, Property Damage
or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury to which this insurance does not apply.

When we assume the defense of any Suit against the Insured that seeks damages covered by this policy, we will:
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investigate, negotiate and settle the Suit as we deem expedient; and

pay the following supplementary payments to the extent that such payments are not covered by Scheduled
Underlying Insurance or any applicable Other Insurance:

premiums on bonds to release attachments for amounts not exceeding the applicable Limits of Insurance of
this policy, but we are not obligated to apply for or furnish any such bond;

premiums on appeal bonds required by law to appeal a judgment in a Suit for amounts not exceeding the
applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy, but we are not obligated to apply for or furnish any such bond;

all court costs taxed against the Insured in the Suit;

pre-judgment interest awarded against the Insured on that part of the judgment within the applicable Limits of
Insurance of this policy we pay. If we make an offer to pay the applicable limit of insurance, we will not pay
any pre-judgment interest accruing after we make such offer;

post-judgment interest that accrues after entry of judgment on that part of the judgment within the applicable
Limits of Insurance of this policy we pay and before we have paid, offered to pay or deposited in court that
part of the judgment that is within the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy; and

the Insured’s expenses incurred at our request or with our consent.

D. Except as provided in Paragraph A. above, we will have no duty to defend any Suit against the Insured. We will,
however, have the right, but not the duty, to participate in the defense of any Suit and the investigation of any claim
to which this policy may apply. If we exercise this right, we will do so at our own expense.

E. We will not defend any Suit, or pay any attorney fees or litigation expenses including, without limitation, the
expenses described in Paragraph C. above that accrue after the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy have
been exhausted by the payment of Loss and we will have the right to withdraw from the further defense of such Suit
by tendering control of said defense to the Insured.

IV. LIMITS OF INSURANCE

A. The Limits of Insurance shown in Item 3. of the Declarations and the rules below state the most we will pay for all

damages under this policy regardless of the number of:

1. Insureds;

2. claims made or Suits brought;

3. persons or organizations making claims or bringing Suits; or

4. coverages provided under this policy.

B. The General Aggregate Limit stated in Item 3. of the Declarations is the most we will pay for all damages under this

policy, except for:

1. damages included within the Products-Completed Operations Hazard; and

2. damages because of Bodily Injury or Property Damage to which this policy applies, caused by an Occurrence
and resulting from the ownership, maintenance or use of an Auto covered under Scheduled Underlying
Insurance.

C. The Products-Completed Operations Aggregate Limit stated in Item 3C. of the Declarations is the most we will pay for

all damages included in the Products-Completed Operations Hazard.
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D. Subject to Paragraphs B. and C. above, the Each Occurrence Limit stated in Item 3A. of the Declarations is the most
we will pay for the sum of all damages arising out of any one Occurrence.

E. Subject to Paragraphs B. and C. above, the most we will pay for damages under this policy on behalf of any person or
organization to whom you are obligated by written Insured Contract to provide insurance such as is afforded by this
policy is the lesser of the Limits of Insurance shown in Item 3. of the Declarations or the minimum Limits of Insurance
you agreed to procure in such written Insured Contract.

F. This policy applies only in excess of the Retained Limit. If however, a policy shown in the Schedule of Underlying
Insurance forming a part of this policy has a limit of insurance:

1. greater than the amount shown in such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the greater amount of valid
and collectible insurance; or

2. less than the amount shown in such schedule, this policy will apply in excess of the amount shown in the
Schedule of Underlying Insurance forming a part of this policy.

G. If the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance are reduced or exhausted by the payment of
Loss to which this policy applies and the total applicable limits of applicable Other Insurance are reduced or
exhausted, we will:

1. in the event of reduction, pay excess of the remaining total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying
Insurance and any applicable Other Insurance; and

2. in the event of exhaustion, continue in force as underlying insurance.

H. Expenses incurred to defend any Suit or to investigate any claim will be in addition to the applicable Limits of
Insurance of this policy. Provided, however, that if such expenses reduce the applicable limits of Scheduled
Underlying Insurance, then such expenses will reduce the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy.

I. The CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance is the most we will pay for all CrisisResponse Costs under this policy,
regardless of the number of Crisis Management Events first commencing during the Policy Period. This
CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance will be part of, not in addition to, the applicable Limit of Insurance.

J. The Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance is the most we will pay for all Crisis Management Loss under
this policy, regardless of the number of Crisis Management Events first commencing during the Policy Period. This
Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance will be in addition to the applicable Limit of Insurance.

K. We will have no obligation to advance CrisisResponse Costs when we determine that a Crisis Management Event
has ended or when the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance has been exhausted, whichever occurs first.

L. The Limits of Insurance of this policy apply separately to each consecutive annual period and to any remaining period
of less than twelve (12) months, beginning with the inception date of the Policy Period shown in the Declarations,
unless the Policy Period is extended after issuance for an additional period of less than twelve (12) months. In that
case, the additional period will be deemed part of the last preceding period for purposes of determining the Limits of
Insurance of this policy.

M. We will not make any payment under this policy unless and until:

1. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance have been exhausted by the payment of Loss to
which this policy applies and any applicable, Other Insurance have been exhausted by the payment of Loss; or

2. the total applicable Self-Insured Retention has been satisfied by the payment of Loss to which this policy
applies.
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When the amount of Loss has been determined by an agreed settlement or a final judgment, we will promptly pay on
behalf of the Insured the amount of such Loss falling within the terms of this policy. An agreed settlement means a
settlement and release of liability signed by us, the Insured and the claimant or the claimant’s legal representative.

V. EXCLUSIONS

A. Aircraft and Watercraft

This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of the ownership, maintenance, use
or entrustment to others of any aircraft or watercraft owned or operated by or rented or loaned to any Insured. Use
includes operation and loading and unloading.

This exclusion applies even if the claims against any Insured allege negligence or other wrongdoing in the
supervision, hiring, employment, training or monitoring of others by that Insured, if the Occurrence which caused the
Bodily Injury or Property Damage involved the ownership, maintenance, use or entrustment to others of any aircraft
or watercraft that is owned or operated by or rented or loaned to any Insured.

This exclusion does not apply to a watercraft you do not own that is:
1. less than 26 feet long; and
2. not being used to carry persons or property for a charge.
B. Asbestos
This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:

1. the manufacture of, mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to asbestos,
asbestos containing products or materials, asbestos fibers or asbestos dust;

2. any obligation of the Insured to indemnify any party because of damages arising out of the manufacture of,
mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to asbestos, asbestos products,
asbestos fibers or asbestos dust; or

3. any obligation to defend any Suit or claim against the Insured that seeks damages if such Suit or claim arises as
the result of the manufacture of, mining of, use of, sale of, installation of, removal of, distribution of or exposure to
asbestos, asbestos products, asbestos fibers or asbestos dust.

C. Contractual Liability

This insurance does not apply to any liability for which the Insured is obligated to pay damages by reason of the
assumption of liability in a contract or agreement. This exclusion does not apply to liability for damages:

1. thatthe Insured would have in the absence of a contract or agreement; or

2. assumed in an Insured Contract, provided Bodily Injury or Property Damage occurs subsequent to the
execution of the Insured Contract. Solely for the purposes of liability assumed in an Insured Contract,
reasonable attorney fees and necessary litigation expenses incurred by or for a party other than an Insured are
deemed to be damages because of Bodily Injury or Property Damage and included in the Limits of Insurance of
this policy, provided:

a. liability to such party for, or for the cost of, that party’s defense has also been assumed in the same Insured
Contract; and

b. such attorney fees and litigation expenses are for the defense of that party against a civil or alternative
dispute resolution proceeding in which damages to which this policy applies are alleged.
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D. Damage to Impaired Property or Property Not Physically Injured

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Impaired Property or property that has not been physically
injured, arising out of:

1. adefect, deficiency, inadequacy or dangerous condition in Your Product or Your Work; or

2. adelay or failure by you or anyone acting on your behalf to perform a contract or agreement in accordance with
its terms.

This exclusion does not apply to the loss of use of other property arising out of sudden and accidental physical injury
to Your Product or Your Work after it has been put to its intended use.

E. Damage to Property

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to:

1. property you own, rent, or occupy, including any costs or expenses incurred by you, or any other person,
organization or entity, for repair, replacement, enhancement, restoration or maintenance of such property for any
reason, including prevention of injury to a person or damage to another's property;

2. premises you sell, give away or abandon, if the Property Damage arises out of any part of those premises;

3. property loaned to you;

4. personal property in the care, custody or control of the Insured;

5. that particular part of real property on which you or any contractors or subcontractors working directly or indirectly
on your behalf are performing operations, if the Property Damage arises out of those operations; or

6. that particular part of any property that must be restored, repaired or replaced because Your Work was
incorrectly performed on it.

Paragraph 2. of this exclusion does not apply if the premises are Your Work and were never occupied, rented or held
for rental by you.

Paragraphs 3., 4., 5. and 6. of this exclusion do not apply to liability assumed under a sidetrack agreement.

Paragraph 6. of this exclusion does not apply to Property Damage included in the Products-Completed Operations
Hazard.

F. Damage to Your Product
This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Your Product arising out of it or any part of it.
G. Damage to Your Work

This insurance does not apply to Property Damage to Your Work arising out of it or any part of it and included in the
Products-Completed Operations Hazard.

This exclusion does not apply if the damaged work or the work out of which the damage arises was performed on
your behalf by a subcontractor.

H. Electronic Chatrooms or Bulletin Boards and Electronic Data

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of an electronic chatroom or
bulletin board the Insured hosts, owns, or over which the Insured exercises control. Additionally, this insurance does
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not apply to damages arising out of the loss of, loss of use of, damage to, corruption of, inability to access, or inability
to manipulate electronic data.

As used in this exclusion, “electronic data” means information, facts or programs stored as or on, created or used on,
or transmitted to or from computer software, including systems and applications software, hard or floppy disks, CD-
ROMS, tapes, drives, cells, data processing devices or any other media which are used with electronically controlled
equipment.

I. Employees and Volunteers

This insurance does not apply to liability of any employee or volunteer qualifying as an Insured under this policy
arising out of Bodily Injury, Property Damage or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury:

1. to you, to your partners or members (if you are a partnership or joint venture), to your members (if you are a
limited liability company), or to an employee of yours while in the course of his or her employment or performing
duties related to the conduct of your business, or to another volunteer of yours while performing duties related to
the conduct of your business;

2. to the spouse, child, parent, brother or sister of such injured employee or volunteer as a consequence of
subparagraph 1. above;

3. for which there is any obligation to share damages with or repay someone else who must pay damages because
of the injury described in subparagraphs 1. or 2. above; or

4. arising out of his or her providing or failing to provide professional health care services.
Paragraphs 1., 2. and 3. shall not apply to any liability arising out of Bodily Injury or Personal Injury and
Advertising Injury if such coverage is provided by Scheduled Underlying Insurance. Coverage under this policy
for Bodily Injury or Personal Injury and Advertising Injury will follow the terms, definitions, conditions and
exclusions of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, subject to the Policy Period, Limits of Insurance, premium and all
other terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of this policy. Provided, however, that coverage provided by this
policy will be no broader than the coverage provided by Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

J. Employment Practices
This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:
1. failure to hire any prospective employee or any applicant for employment;
2. dismissal, discharge or termination of any employee;

3. failure to promote or advance any employee; or

4. employment-related practices, policies, acts, omissions or misrepresentations directed at a present, past, future
or prospective employee, including, but not limited to:

a. coercion, harassment, humiliation or discrimination;
b. demotion, evaluation, reassignment, discipline, or retaliation;
c. libel, slander, humiliation, defamation, or invasion of privacy; or
d. violation of civil rights.
This exclusion applies:

1. whether the Insured may be liable as an employer or in any other capacity; and

2. to any obligation to share damages with or repay someone else who must pay damages because of the injury.
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K. Expected or Intended Injury
This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury and Property Damage expected or intended from the standpoint of
the Insured. However, this exclusion does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage resulting from the use of
reasonable force to protect persons or property.

L. Infringement of Copyright, Patent, Trademark or Trade Secret

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of the infringement of copyright,
patent, trademark, trade secret or other intellectual property rights.

However, this exclusion does not apply to infringement, in your Advertisement, of copyright, trade dress or slogan.
M. Liguor Liability

This insurance does not apply to Bodily Injury or Property Damage for which any Insured may be held liable by
reason of:

1. causing or contributing to the intoxication of any person;
2. the furnishing of alcoholic beverages to a person under the legal drinking age or under the influence of alcohol; or
3. any statute, ordinance or regulation relating to the sale, gift, distribution or use of alcoholic beverages.

However, this exclusion will not apply if coverage is provided for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage by
Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

Coverage under this policy for such Bodily Injury or Property Damage will follow the terms, definitions, conditions
and exclusions of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, subject to the Policy Period, Limits of Insurance, premium and
all other terms, definitions, conditions and exclusions of this policy. Provided, however, that coverage provided by
this policy will be no broader than the coverage provided by Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

N. Media and Internet Type Businesses

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury committed by any Insured whose business
is:

1. advertising, broadcasting, publishing or telecasting;

2. designing or determining content of web-sites for others; or

3. an Internet search, access, content or service provider.

However, this exclusion does not apply to Paragraphs Ul., U2. and U3. of Section VII.

For the purposes of this exclusion, the placing of frames, borders or links, or advertising, for you or others anywhere
on the Internet, is not by itself, considered the business of advertising, broadcasting, publishing or telecasting.

0. “No-Fault,” “Uninsured Motorist” or “Underinsured Motorist” Laws

This insurance does not apply to any obligation of the Insured under any “No-Fault,” “Uninsured Motorist” or
“Underinsured Motorist” law, or any similar law.

P. Nuclear Liability

This insurance does not apply to:
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1. any liability:

a. with respect to which the Insured is also an Insured under a nuclear energy liability policy issued by the
Nuclear Energy Liability-Property Insurance Association, Mutual Atomic Energy Liability Underwriters or the
Nuclear Insurance Association of Canada, or would be an Insured under any such policy but for its
termination upon exhaustion of its limit of liability;

b. resulting from the hazardous properties of nuclear material and with respect to which (1) any person or any
organization is required to maintain financial protection pursuant to the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, or any
amendment or revision thereto, or any similar law; (2) the Insured is, or had this policy not been available
would be, entitled to indemnity from the United States of America or any agency thereof under any agreement
entered into by the United States of America or an agency thereof with any person or organization;

c. for Bodily Injury or Property Damage resulting from the hazardous properties of nuclear material if:

)] the nuclear material (1) is at any nuclear facility owned by the Insured or operated by the Insured or
on the Insured’s behalf or (2) has been discharged or dispensed therefrom;

5) Fuels, Lubricants, Fluids, etc. — Auto

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to fuels, lubricants, fluids, exhaust gases or other similar
Pollutants that are needed for or result from the normal electrical, hydraulic or mechanical functioning of an
Auto covered by Scheduled Underlying Insurance or its parts, if:

Paragraph 1. of this exclusion does not apply to Occurrences that take place away from premises owned by
or rented to an Insured with respect to Pollutants not in or upon an Auto covered by Scheduled
Underlying Insurance if:

R. Recall of Your Product, Your Work or Impaired Property

This insurance does not apply to damages claimed for any loss, cost or expense incurred by you or others for the loss
of use, withdrawal, recall, inspection, repair, replacement, adjustment, removal or disposal of:

Impaired Property;

if such product, work or property is withdrawn or recalled from the market or from use by any person or organization
because of a known or suspected defect, deficiency, inadequacy or dangerous condition in it.

S. Securities

This insurance does not apply to any liability arising out of:

any violation of any securities law or similar law or any regulation promulgated thereunder;

the purchase, sale, offer of sale or solicitation of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank deposit or financial
interest or instrument;

any representations made at any time in relation to the price or value of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank

any depreciation or decline in price or value of any security, debt, insurance policy, bank deposit or financial
interest or instrument.

T. Unauthorized Use of Another's Name or Product

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury arising out of the unauthorized use of
another's name or product in your e-mail address, domain name or metatag, or any other similar tactics to mislead
another's potential customers.

U. Various Personal Injury and Advertising Injury

This insurance does not apply to Personal Injury and Advertising Injury:

caused by or at the direction of the Insured with the knowledge that the act would violate the rights of another
and would inflict Personal Injury and Advertising Injury;

arising out of oral, written or electronic publication, in any manner, of material if done by or at the direction of any

arising out of a criminal act committed by or at the direction of the Insured;

for which the Insured has assumed liability in a contract or agreement. This exclusion does not apply to liability
for damages that the Insured would have in the absence of the contract or agreement;

arising out of a breach of contract, except an implied contract to use another’'s advertising idea in your
Advertisement;

arising out of the failure of goods, products or services to conform with any statement of quality or performance

arising out of the wrong description of the price of goods, products or services stated in your Advertisement.

V. Various Laws

This insurance does not apply to any obligation of the Insured under any of the following:
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1. the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (including amendments relating to the Consolidated

X. War

This insurance does not apply to Loss, costs, injury, damage, claim, dispute and/or or suit arising therefrom, caused
directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, as a result of or in connection with war, whether declared or not, or any act or
condition incident to war. War includes:

2. Armed conflict between two or more nations, armed conflict between military forces of any origin, or warlike action
by a military force, including action in hindering or defending against an actual or expected attack, by any

3. Insurrection, rebellion, revolution, usurped power, or action taken by governmental authority in hindering or
defending against any of these.

CONDITIONS

Appeals

If the Insured or the Insured's underlying insurers do not appeal a judgment in excess of the total applicable limits of
Scheduled Underlying Insurance, we may elect to do so. If we appeal, we will be liable for, in addition to the
applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy, all court costs, expenses incurred and interest on that amount of any
judgment which does not exceed the applicable Limits of Insurance of this policy incidental to such an appeal.

Audit

We may audit and examine your books and records as they relate to this policy at any time during the period of this
policy and for up to three (3) years after the expiration or termination of this policy.

Bankruptcy or Insolvency

Your bankruptcy, insolvency or inability to pay or the bankruptcy, insolvency or inability to pay of any of your
underlying insurers will not relieve us from the payment of Loss covered by this policy. But under no circumstances
will such bankruptcy, insolvency or inability to pay require us to drop down, replace or assume any obligation under
Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

Cancellation

1. You may cancel this policy. You must mail or deliver advance written notice to us stating when the cancellation is
to take effect.

2. We may cancel this policy. If we cancel because of non-payment of premium, we must mail or deliver to you not
less than ten (10) days advance written notice stating when the cancellation is to take effect. If we cancel for any
other reason, we must mail or deliver to you not less than ninety (90) days advance written notice stating when
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the cancellation is to take effect. Mailing that notice to you at your mailing address shown in Item 1 of the
Declarations will be sufficient to prove notice.

3. The Policy Period will end on the day and hour stated in the cancellation notice.

4. If we cancel, final premium will be calculated pro rata based on the time this policy was in force. Final Premium
will not be less than the pro rata share of the Minimum Premium shown in Iltem 6. of the Declarations.

5. If you cancel, final premium will be more than pro rata; it will be based on the time this policy was in force and
increased by our short rate cancellation table and procedure. Final premium will not be less than the short rate
share of the Minimum Premium shown in Item 6 of the Declarations.

6. Premium adjustment may be made at the time of cancellation or as soon as practicable thereafter, but the
cancellation will be effective even if we have not made or offered any refund of unearned premium. Our check or
our representative's check, mailed or delivered, will be sufficient tender of any refund due you.

7. The first Named Insured in Item 1. of the Declarations will act on behalf of all other Insureds with respect to the
giving and receiving of notice of cancellation and the receipt of any refund that may become payable under this

policy.

8. Any of these provisions that conflict with a law that controls the cancellation of the insurance in this policy is
changed by this statement to comply with that law.

E. Change In Control
If during the Policy Period:

1. the first Named Insured designated in Item 1. of the Declarations consolidates with or merges into, or sells all
or substantially all of its assets to any person or entity; or

2. any person or entity acquires an amount of the outstanding ownership interests representing more than 50%
of the voting or designation power for the election of directors of the first Named Insured designated in Item 1.
of the Declarations, or acquires the voting or designation rights of such an amount of ownership interests;

this policy will continue in full force and effect as to Bodily Injury and Property Damage that occur prior to the
effective date of such transaction and Personal Injury and Advertising Injury caused by an Occurrence that
takes place prior to the effective date of such transaction.

Coverage will be afforded by this policy for Bodily Injury or Property Damage that occurs on or after the effective
date of such transaction and Personal Injury and Advertising Injury caused by an Occurrence that takes place on
or after the effective date of such transaction if the Named Insured notifies us of the transaction no later than ninety
(90) days after the effective date of the transaction.

If the Named Insured fails to notify us within ninety (90) days of the effective date of such transaction coverage
afforded by this policy will cease on the ninetieth (90”‘) day after the effective date of such transaction at 12:01 am
standard time of the address of the Named Insured shown in Item 1. of the Declarations or the end of the Policy
Period, whichever is earlier.

The provisions of paragraph E. shall only apply to transactions with third parties not under control or ownership of the
Named Insured on the inception date of this policy.

F. Changes

Notice to any agent or knowledge possessed by any agent or any other person will not effect a waiver or change in
any part of this policy. This policy can be changed only by a written endorsement that we make to this policy.

G. Duties in the Event of an Occurrence, Claim or Suit

1. You must see to it that we are notified as soon as practicable of an Occurrence that may result in a claim or Suit
under this policy. To the extent possible, notice should include:

a. how, when and where the Occurrence took place;
b. the names and addresses of any injured persons and any witnesses; and
c. the nature and location of any injury or damage arising out of the Occurrence.

2. If a claim is made or Suit is brought against any Insured which is reasonably likely to involve this policy, you
must notify us in writing as soon as practicable.

H. Headings

The descriptions in the headings of this policy are solely for convenience and form no part of the terms and conditions
of coverage.

I. Inspection

We have the right, but are not obligated, to inspect your premises and operations at any time. Our inspections are
not safety inspections. They relate only to the insurability of your premises and operations and the premiums to be
charged. We may give you reports on the conditions that we find. We may also recommend changes. We do not,
however, undertake to perform the duty of any person or organization to provide for the health or safety of your
employees or the public. We do not warrant the health and safety conditions of your premises or operations or
represent that your premises or operations comply with laws, regulations, codes or standards.

J. Legal Actions Against Us
No person or organization has a right under this policy:
1. tojoin us as a party or otherwise bring us into a Suit asking for damages from an Insured; or

But in any event, we will retain the
Minimum Premium as shown in Item 6. of the Declarations for each twelve months of the Policy Period.

N. Separation of Insureds

Except with respect to the Limits of Insurance of this policy and rights or duties specifically assigned to the first
Named Insured designated in Item 1. of the Declarations, this insurance applies:

1. asif each Named Insured were the only Named Insured; and
2. separately to each Insured against whom claim is made or Suit is brought.
O. Transfer of Rights of Recovery

1. If any Insured has rights to recover all or part of any payment we have made under this policy, those rights are
transferred to us. The Insured must do nothing after loss to impair these rights and must help us enforce them.
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2. Any recoveries will be applied as follows:

a. any person or organization, including the Insured, that has paid an amount in excess of the applicable
Limits of Insurance of this policy will be reimbursed first;

b. we then will be reimbursed up to the amount we have paid; and

c. lastly, any person or organization, including the Insured that has paid an amount over which this policy is
excess is entitled to claim the remainder.

Expenses incurred in the exercise of rights of recovery will be apportioned among the persons or organizations,
including the Insured, in the ratio of their respective recoveries as finally settled.

3. If, prior to the time of an Occurrence, you waive any right of recovery against a specific person or organization
for injury or damage as required under an Insured Contract, we will also waive any rights we may have against
such person or organization.

P. Transfer of Your Rights and Duties
Your rights and duties under this policy may not be transferred without our written consent.
If you die or are legally declared bankrupt, your rights and duties will be transferred to your legal representative, but
only while acting within the scope of duties as your legal representative. However, notice of cancellation sent to the
first Named Insured designated in Item 1 of the Declarations and mailed to the address shown in this policy will be
sufficient notice to effect cancellation of this policy.
Q. Unintentional Failure to Disclose
Your failure to disclose all hazards existing as of the inception date of the policy will not prejudice you with respect to
the coverage afforded by this policy, provided that any such failure or omission is not intentional.
R. Violation of Economic or Trade Sanctions
If coverage for a claim or Suit under this Policy is in violation of any United States of America economic or trade
sanctions, including but not limited to, sanctions administered and enforced by the United States Treasury
Department’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (“OFAC”), then coverage for that claim or Suit will be null and void.
VII. DEFINITIONS
A. Advertisement means a notice that is broadcast or published to the general public or specific market segments
about your goods, products or services for the purpose of attracting customers or supporters. For the purposes of
this definition:
1. notices that are published include material placed on the Internet or on similar electronic means of
communication; and
2. regarding web-sites, only that part of a web-site that is about your goods, products or services for the purposes of
attracting customers or supporters is considered an advertisement.
B. Auto means:
1. aland motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer designed for travel on public roads, including any attached machinery or
equipment; or
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2. any other land vehicle that is subject to a compulsory or financial responsibility law in the state where it is licensed
or principally garaged.

However, Auto does not include Mobile Equipment.

C. Bodily Injury means bodily injury, sickness or disease sustained by any person, including death, mental anguish,
mental injury, shock or humiliation resulting from any of these at any time.

D. Crisis Management Event means an Occurrence that in the good faith opinion of a Key Executive of the Named
Insured, in the absence of Crisis Management Services, has or may result in:

1. damages covered hy this policy that are in excess of the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying
Insurance or the Self-Insured Retention; and

2. significant adverse regional or national media coverage.
Crisis Management Event will include, without limitation, man-made disasters such as explosions, major crashes,

multiple deaths, burns, dismemberment, traumatic brain injury, permanent paralysis, or contamination of food, drink or
pharmaceuticals, provided that any damages arising out of any of the aforementioned must be covered under this

policy.

E. Crisis Management Firm means any firm that is shown in Schedule A, Approved Crisis Management Firms attached
to and forming part of this policy, which is hired by you to perform Crisis Management Services in connection with a
Crisis Management Event.

F. Crisis Management Loss means the following amounts incurred during a Crisis Management Event:

1. amounts for the reasonable and necessary fees and expenses incurred by a Crisis Management Firm in the
performance of Crisis Management Services for the Named Insured solely arising from a covered Crisis
Management Event; and

2. amounts for reasonable and necessary printing, advertising, mailing of materials, or travel by directors, officers,
employees or agents of the Named Insured or a Crisis Management Firm incurred at the direction of a Crisis
Management Firm, solely arising from a covered Crisis Management Event.

G. Crisis Management Services means those services performed by a Crisis Management Firm in advising the
Named Insured on minimizing potential harm to the Named Insured from a covered Crisis Management Event by
maintaining and restoring public confidence in the Named Insured.

H. CrisisResponse Costs means the following reasonable and necessary expenses incurred during a Crisis
Management Event directly caused by a Crisis Management Event, provided that such expenses have been pre-
approved by us and may be associated with damages that would be covered by this policy:

1. medical expenses;

2. funeral expenses;

3. psychological counseling;

4. travel expenses;

5. temporary living expenses;

6. expenses to secure the scene of a Crisis Management Event; and
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7. any other expenses pre-approved by the Company.
CrisisResponse Costs does not include defense costs or Crisis Management Loss.

I. CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance means the CrisisResponse Sublimit of Insurance shown in Item 3D. of the
Declarations.

J. Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance means the Excess Casualty CrisisFund Limit of Insurance shown
in Item 3E of the Declarations.

K. Hostile Fire means a fire that becomes uncontrollable or breaks out from where it was intended to be.

L. Impaired Property means tangible property, other than Your Product or Your Work, that cannot be used or is less
useful because:

1. it incorporates Your Product or Your Work that is known or thought to be defective, deficient, inadequate or
dangerous; or

2. you have failed to fulfill the terms of a contract or agreement;
if such property can be restored to use by:
1. the repair, replacement, adjustment or removal of Your Product or Your Work; or
2. your fulfilling the terms of the contract or agreement.
M. Insured means:
1. the Named Insured;
2. if you are designated in the declarations as:

a. an individual, you and your spouse are insureds, but only with respect to the conduct of a business of which
you are the sole owner;

b. a partnership or joint venture, you are an insured. Your members, your partners, and their spouses are also
insureds, but only with respect to the conduct of your business.

c. a limited liability company, you are an insured. Your members are also insureds, but only with respect to the
conduct of your business. Your managers are insureds, but only with respect to their duties as your
managers;

d. an organization other than a partnership, joint venture or limited liability company, you are an insured. Your
executive officers and directors are insureds, but only with respect to their duties as your officers or directors.
Your stockholders are also insureds, but only with respect to their liability as stockholders;

e. atrust, you are an insured. Your trustees are also insureds, but only with respect to their duties as trustees;
3. your employees other than your executive officers (if you are an organization other than a partnership, joint

venture or limited liability company) or your managers (if you are a limited liability company), but only for acts

within the scope of their employment by you or while performing duties related to the conduct of your business;

4. your volunteer workers only while performing duties related to the conduct of your business;

5. any person (other than your employee or volunteer worker) or organization while acting as your real estate
manager;
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6. your legal representative if you die, but only with respect to duties as such. That representative will have all your
rights and duties under this policy;

7. any person or organization, other than the Named Insured, included as an additional insured under Scheduled
Underlying Insurance, but not for broader coverage than would be afforded by such Scheduled Underlying
Insurance.

Notwithstanding any of the above:

a. no person or organization is an Insured with respect to the conduct of any current, past or newly formed
partnership, joint venture or limited liability company that is not designated as a Named Insured in Item 1 of the
Declarations; and

b. no person or organization is an Insured under this policy who is not an Insured under applicable Scheduled
Underlying Insurance. This provision shall not apply to any organization set forth in the definition of Named
Insured in Paragraph R. 2 and 3.

N. Insured Contract means that part of any contract or agreement pertaining to your business under which any Insured
assumes the tort liability of another party to pay for Bodily Injury or Property Damage to a third person or
organization. Tort liability means a liability that would be imposed by law in the absence of any contract or
agreement.

Insured Contract does not include that part of any contract or agreement:

1. that indemnifies a railroad for Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of construction or demolition
operations, within 50 feet of any railroad property and affecting any railroad bridge or trestle, tracks, road-beds,
tunnel, underpass or crossing;

2. that indemnifies an architect, engineer or surveyor for injury or damage arising out of:

a. preparing, approving, or failing to prepare or approve, maps, shop drawings, opinions, reports, surveys, field
orders, change orders or drawings and specifications; or

b. giving directions or instructions, or failing to give them, if that is the primary cause of the injury or damage; or

3. under which the Insured, if an architect, engineer or surveyor, assumes liability for an injury or damage arising
out of the Insured's rendering or failure to render professional services, including those shown in subparagraph
2. above and supervisory, inspection, architectural or engineering activities.

O. Key Executive means the Chief Executive Officer, Chief Operating Officer, Chief Financial Officer, President,
General Counsel or general partner (if the Named Insured is a partnership) of the Named Insured or sole proprietor
(if the Named Insured is a sole proprietorship). A Key Executive also means any other person holding a title
designated by you and approved by us, which title is shown in Schedule B, Additional Key Executives attached to and
forming part of this policy.

P. Loss means those sums actually paid as judgments or settlements, provided, however, that if expenses incurred to
defend a Suit or to investigate a claim reduce the applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance, then Loss
shall include such expenses.

Q. Mobile Equipment means any of the following types of land vehicles, including any attached machinery or
equipment:

1. bulldozers, farm machinery, forklifts and other vehicles designed for use principally off public roads;

2. vehicles maintained for use solely on or next to premises you own or rent;
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3. vehicles that travel on crawler treads;

4. vehicles, whether self-propelled or not, maintained primarily to provide mobility to permanently mounted:
a. power cranes, shovels, loaders, diggers or drills; or
b. road construction or resurfacing equipment such as graders, scrapers or rollers;

5. vehicles not described in Paragraph 1., 2., 3. or 4. above that are not self-propelled and are maintained primarily
to provide mobility to permanently attached equipment of the following types:

a. air compressors, pumps and generators, including spraying, welding, building cleaning, geophysical
exploration, lighting and well servicing equipment; or

b. cherry pickers and similar devices used to raise or lower workers;

6. vehicles not described in Paragraph 1., 2., 3. or 4. above maintained primarily for purposes other than the
transportation of persons or cargo.

However, self-propelled vehicles with the following types of permanently attached equipment are not Mobile
Equipment, but will be considered Autos:

a. equipment designed primarily for:
i) snow removal;
i) road maintenance, but not construction or resurfacing; or
ii) street cleaning;

b. cherry pickers and similar devices mounted on automobile or truck chassis and used to raise or lower
workers; and

c. air compressors, pumps and generators, including spraying, welding, building cleaning, geophysical
exploration, lighting and well servicing equipment.

However, Mobile Equipment does not include any land vehicle that is subject to a compulsory or financial
responsibility law or other motor vehicle insurance law in the state where it is licensed or principally garaged.
Land vehicles subject to a compulsory or financial responsibility law are considered Autos.

R. Named Insured means:
1. any person or organization designated in Item 1. of the Declarations;

2. as of the inception date of this policy, any organization, except for a partnership, joint venture or limited liability
company, in which you maintain an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) as of the effective date of this policy,
provided that coverage provided to such organization under this paragraph does not apply to any Bodily Injury
or Property Damage that occurred or any Personal Injury and Advertising Injury that was caused by an
Occurrence that was committed before you acquired or formed such organization or after you ceased to maintain
an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) in such organization; and

3. after the inception date of this policy, any organization, except for a partnership, joint venture or limited liability
company, that you acquire or form during the Policy Period in which you maintain an interest of more than fifty
percent (50%), provided that:

a. coverage provided to such organization under this paragraph does not apply to any Bodily Injury or
Property Damage that occurred or any Personal Injury and Advertising Injury that was caused by an
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Occurrence that was committed before you acquired or formed such organization or after you ceased to
maintain an interest of more than fifty percent (50%) in such organization; and

b. you give us prompt notice after you acquire or form such organization.
Subiject to the provisions of Paragraphs 3a. and 3b. above, a partnership, joint venture or limited liability company
that you acquire or form during the Policy Period may be added as an Insured only by a written endorsement

that we make a part of this policy.

We may, at our option, make an additional premium charge for any organization that you acquire or form during
the Policy Period.

You agree that any organization to which paragraphs 2. and 3. above apply, will be required to be included as an
Insured under applicable Scheduled Underlying Insurance. If you fail to comply with this requirement, coverage
under this policy will apply as though the organization was included as an Insured, under the highest applicable limit
of Scheduled Underlying Insurance.

S. Occurrence means:

1. as respects Bodily Injury or Property Damage, an accident, including continuous or repeated exposure to
substantially the same general harmful conditions. All such exposure to substantially the same general harmful
conditions will be deemed to arise out of one Occurrence.

2. as respects Personal Injury and Advertising Injury, an offense arising out of your business that causes
Personal Injury and Advertising Injury. All damages that arise from the same, related or repeated injurious
material or act will be deemed to arise out of one Occurrence, regardless of the frequency or repetition thereof,
the number and kind of media used and the number of claimants.

T. Other Insurance means a valid and collectible policy of insurance providing coverage for damages covered in whole
or in part by this policy.

However, Other Insurance does not include Scheduled Underlying Insurance, the Self-Insured Retention or any
policy of insurance specifically purchased to be excess of this policy affording coverage that this policy also affords.

U. Personal Injury and Advertising Injury means injury arising out of your business, including consequential Bodily
Injury, arising out of one or more of the following offenses:

1. false arrest, detention or imprisonment;
2. malicious prosecution;

3. the wrongful eviction from, wrongful entry into, or invasion of the right of private occupancy of a room, dwelling or
premises that a person occupies committed by or on behalf of its owner, landlord or lessor;

4. oral or written publication, in any manner, of material that slanders or libels a person or organization, or
disparages a person’s or organization’s goods, products or services;

5. oral or written publication, in any manner, of material that violates a person's right of privacy;
6. the use of another’s advertising idea in your Advertisement; or
7. infringement upon another’s copyright, trade dress or slogan in your Advertisement.

V. Policy Period means the period of time from the inception date shown in Item 2. of the Declarations to the earlier of
the expiration date shown in Item 2. of the Declarations or the effective date of termination of this policy.
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W. Pollutants means any solid, liquid, gaseous or thermal irritant or contaminant including smoke, vapor, soot, fumes,
acids, alkalis, chemicals and waste. Waste includes materials to be recycled, reconditioned or reclaimed.

X. Products-Completed Operations Hazard means all Bodily Injury and Property Damage occurring away from
premises you own or rent and arising out of Your Product or Your Work except:

1. products that are still in your physical possession; or

2. work that has not yet been completed or abandoned. However, Your Work will be deemed completed at the
earliest of the following times:

a. when all of the work called for in your contract has been completed;

b. when all of the work to be done at the job site has been completed if your contract calls for work at more than
one job site; or

c. when that part of the work done at a job site has been put to its intended use by any person or organization
other than another contractor or subcontractor working on the same project.

Work that may need service, maintenance, correction, repair or replacement, but which is otherwise complete,
will be treated as completed.

Products-Completed Operations Hazard does not include Bodily Injury or Property Damage arising out of:

1. the transportation of property, unless the injury or damage arises out of a condition in or on a vehicle not owned
or operated by you and that condition was created by the loading or unloading of that vehicle by any Insured; or

2. the existence of tools, uninstalled equipment or abandoned or unused materials.
Y. Property Damage means:

1. physical injury to tangible property, including all resulting loss of use of that property. All such loss of use will be
deemed to occur at the time of the physical injury that caused it; or

2. loss of use of tangible property that is not physically injured. All such loss of use will be deemed to occur at the
time of the Occurrence that caused it.

For the purposes of this insurance, electronic data is not tangible property.

As used in this definition, electronic data means information, facts or programs stored as or on, created or used on, or
transmitted to or from computer software, including systems and applications software, hard or floppy disks, CD-
ROMS, tapes, drives, cells, data processing devices or any other media which are used with electronically controlled
equipment.

Z. Retained Limit means:

1. the total applicable limits of Scheduled Underlying Insurance and any applicable Other Insurance providing
coverage to the Insured; or

2. the Self-Insured Retention applicable to each Occurrence that results in damages not covered by Scheduled
Underlying Insurance nor any applicable Other Insurance providing coverage to the Insured.

AA. Scheduled Underlying Insurance means:

1. the policy or policies of insurance and limits of insurance shown in the Schedule of Underlying Insurance forming
a part of this policy; and
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2.

automatically any renewal or replacement of any policy in Paragraph 1. above, provided that such renewal or
replacement provides equivalent coverage to and affords limits of insurance equal to or greater than the policy
being renewed or replaced.

Scheduled Underlying Insurance does not include a policy of insurance specifically purchased to be excess of this
policy affording coverage that this policy also affords.

BB. Self-Insured Retention means the amount that is shown in Item 5. of the Declarations.

CC. Suit means a civil proceeding in which damages because of Bodily Injury, Property Damage, or Personal Injury
and Advertising Injury to which this policy applies are alleged. Suit includes:

1.

an arbitration proceeding in which such damages are claimed and to which the Insured must submit or does
submit with our consent; or

any other alternative dispute resolution proceeding in which such damages are claimed and to which the Insured
submits with our consent.

DD.Your Product means:

1.

any goods or products, other than real property, manufactured, sold, handled, distributed or disposed of by:
a. you;

b. others trading under your name; or

C. a person or organization whose business or assets you have acquired; and

containers (other than vehicles), materials, parts or equipment furnished in connection with such goods or
products.

Your Product includes:

		The dec page SIR is changed to add the trailing SIR.  The limits of insurance section is changed to add the trailing SIR (Umbrella only references Scheduled Underlying and Other Insurance)

		If the Underlying Limits (“UL”) limits are reduced, we pay excess of the remaining  UL limits or SIR – whichever is greater

		If UL limits are exhausted, we pay excess of SIR (SIR is per occurrence)

		The rating plan allows for flexibility in determining rates and minimum premiums.

		The premium calculated by the external rater will have to be entered into Cover-All

		First calculate the premium using the external rater.





		Next calculate the premium in Cover-All.



		Then use the screen shown on the next slide to adjust the premium up or down by changing the adjustment from N to Y and entering the premium as calculated by the external rater.
