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Commercial Automobile -  California
Commercial Insurance Notification Form (REG 5085)
INTRODUCTION 
In 2006, California Senate Bill 1500 mandated electronic insurance reporting of all private-use automobile liability policies to the DMV. Vehicles not reported are subject to suspension. SB 1500 does not require commercial lines carriers to electronically report commercial insurance policy information to the DMV. However, evidence of insurance must be submitted to the DMV within 30 days of issuance of the registration card for either original or transfer applications, including private-use vehicles covered by a commercial or business policy. 

Customers registering vehicles covered by a commercial policy were asked to complete a Commercial Insurance Notification form (REG 5085) and provide proof of insurance at registration. 

Some of our commercial insureds with private passenger vehicles in California have encountered suspensions because the REG 5085 form was not filed by the registrant.
The program administrator can elect to voluntarily report commercial vehicles in California as a courtesy on those accounts where they agree to do so. The completion and filing of form REG 5085 is the insured’s responsibility, not the carrier’s. Thus, “voluntarily” means on an account by account basis, where the program administrator agrees to do so for selected insureds.

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATOR ACTION 

Program administrators with commercial auto policies covering California exposures must work with their insureds to determine whether voluntary commercial reporting is appropriate for the account. If agreed, all vehicles insured under the policy, and registered in California, will undergo vehicle specific reporting. 
For those accounts where the program administrator will not report the vehicles voluntarily, then the program administrator should notify the insured about the use of the REG 5085 form and the consequences of failing to file the form when acquiring new private passenger vehicles for commercial use in California.                                                                                                                                             

Failure to comply with the required vehicle reporting will result in one or more of the following: 
• The insured may be prevented from registering their vehicle(s). 
• Suspension, and/or revocation of the insured’s existing vehicle registration. 
• Impoundment of the insured’s vehicle(s) and civil penalties incurred by the insured. 
• Fines imposed on AIG. 
IMPORTANT NOTE: Customers whose insurance records are not on the California DMV insurance database are not eligible to participate in the Vehicle Registration Internet Renewal (VRIR) online process and must provide paper proof of financial responsibility at time of renewal. 
The remainder of this bulletin provides instructions for the execution of the two available options for reporting private passenger vehicles in California insured under a Commercial Auto policy. 

• Option A describes the REG 5085 form filing election. 
• Option B describes the voluntary electronic filing election. 
OPTION ‘A’ – REG 5085 FORM FILING 
Insureds that own private-passenger vehicles covered under a Commercial Auto policy in California must file form REG 5085 with the DMV within 30 days of the issuance of the registration card for original and transfer applications. Failure to do this will result in suspension. 

Commercial vehicles excluded from this requirement by the DMV as of October 1, 2006: 

• Vehicles registered under the Permanent Fleet Registration Program 

• Vehicles registered under the International Registration Plan 

• Vehicles registered under the Commercial Vehicle Registration Act of 2001 with a GVW/CGVW of 10,001 pounds or greater. 

• Vehicles registered under variations of any of the following: Corporation, Company, Incorporated, Limited Liability Company (LLC), Limited (LTD), or “DBA”. 

Personal vehicles covered by a commercial policy and not registered under a business name may receive a Notice of Intent to Suspend because of failure to file the REG 5085.
If this occurs, the insured must send a copy of their insurance card or copy of the declarations page of their commercial auto policy directly to the Vehicle Registration Financial Responsibility Program prior to the suspension effective date shown on the notice.
Program Administrators can advise the insured where to access the Commercial Insurance Notification form (REG 5085).

OPTION B VOLUNTARY REPORTING ELECTION
This option requires vehicle-specific reporting of all California registered vehicles insured under a commercial auto policy. Reporting of the following transactions is required: 

• New business and renewals. Report 30 days after issuance of the policy or binder. 

• Non-renewals and cancellations (final cancellations only). Report 45 days after final cancellation or non-renewal. 

• Additions and deletions of vehicles on scheduled vehicle policies. Report these 30 days after change. 

These items require special attention when reporting vehicles: 

• Include complete vehicle information, including the 17 digit VIN number of the vehicle(s) 

• The registrant must match the Named Insured. 

Program administrators determine how the data is submitted to the DMV. The program administrator can either enter the data directly into the ALIR web-based system or they must complete the corresponding “Standardized DMV Reporting Template”. 

Reporting via Template: 
1. Brokers must complete the “Template” upon binding coverage. 

2. The program administrator can email the completed templates directly to the DMV Support Unit (dmvdataentry@aig.com) in Berkeley Heights, NJ for uploading into ALIR.

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NOTIFICATION OF ALTERNATIVE FORMS OF FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY
You must maintain financial responsibility on any vehicle you own that is operated or parked on California highways. Proof of
financial responsibility must be provided to the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) within 30 days of receipt of a registration
card for a newly-aguired vehicle. If not received within 30 days, a wamning notice will be sent to you requesting acceptable
proof of financial responsibility be submitted to the DMV. The wamning notice will reflect a possible suspension date: if proof
of financial responsibility is not received prior to the suspension date your vehicle registration will be suspended.

If your vehicle is covered by an alternative form of financial responsibility as listed below, it is recommended that a copy be
attached and presented along with this form at the time your initial registration application is submitted, to notify DMV of
compliance with financial responsibility requirements.

My vehicle is covered by the following type of Alternative Financial Responsibility coverage:

[l  commercial Insurance A commercial/business liability insurance policy (fleet insurance identification card or a
copy of the Daclarations Page of your policy).

0 cash Deposit A copy of the DMV acknowledgement letter showing the deposit number,

[l self-Insurance A copy of the DMV acknowledgement letter with the assigned self-insured number and
the expiration date.

L] surety Bond A surety bond for $35,000 from a company licensed to do business in California.
