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NH Requirement of Selection/Rejection Form for
Uninsured Motorists Coverage on Umbrella/Excess Policies
The New Hampshire Uninsured Motorist Coverage statute requires that all Umbrella and Excess policies must provide uninsured motorist coverage equal to the limit of liability purchased.  The New Hampshire Legislature enacted Bill I-SB-38, which amended the NH UM statute to require that rejection by the insured of uninsured motorist coverage MUST BE IN WRITING.

Program Administrators must obtain a signed written rejection of Uninsured Motorist Coverage for all Umbrella and Excess policies, including all first renewals after September 11, 2007.  Once a written rejection is obtained, it is not required on subsequent renewals.  This rejection remains valid until the insured requests the coverage in writing.
A copy of the New Hampshire Notice – Uninsured Motorist Coverage (Umbrella/Excess) selection/rejection form is attached.
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NH UM/UIM on Primary Auto
New Hampshire requires that insurance carriers provide UM/UIM limits equal to the insured’s policy limits.  Rejection of this coverage is not allowed on primary Commercial Auto policies.  Selection/rejection forms do not exist for primary policies.
