2010 Surcharge Rate; Companies
The LA CPIC surcharge rate is revised to 4.3%, for the period effective January 1, 2010, for all property business written on admitted paper.   

Lines of Business; Excluded Lines

       As a reminder, the covered business lines subject to the CPIC surcharge are as follows:                                  

       ASL 1 (fire); ASL 2.1 (allied lines); ASL 4 (homeowners'); ASL 5.1 (commercial multiple 
       peril - non-liability portion); and all mobile home business regardless of premium 
       allocation. 

· Pursuant to Insurance Division Directive 198 (8-29-07), the following property programs are excluded from the CPIC surcharge:  debit fire; flood insurance; crop insurance; and livestock insurance.
