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MCS 90 Certificate Issuance

NOR System or FMCSA
I have just been informed that there have been Program Administrators submitting &/or completing the filing certificate for MCS 90’s (BMC 91) via the NOR system.  While doing so, the NOR system advised whether the filing was accepted or rejected and generated a completed MCS 90, which was then manually attached to our policy.  Our directive was to use NOR for state filings (Form E) and the FMCSA for federal filings, based on such and to confirm I contacted NOR directly.

They have advised and confirmed that federal filings should go directly via the FMCSA – no federal filing should be submitted via NOR.  In addition the MCS 90 version on their site was not maintained but was kept for historical purposes. 

Starting immediately, if you have been using the NOR system for federal motor carrier filings you must cease doing so and file such under the FMCSA directly.  For any filings previously completed in NOR do not go back to cancel and then reinstate in FMCSA.  Any changes, cancellation, etc must be done through the federal site – you will be able to access the motor carrier using the appropriate MC number.
