As respects the peril of FLOOD, although your authority has been reinstated, it is required that, for any accounts requesting flood coverage that is within your authority within the following States that you investigate and document no prior flood damage during the event of Hurricane Irene.  Should prior loss or damage from flood be identified, you must refer the risk to the appropriate Home Office authority for approval prior to issuing any quotations.  This requirement will remain in effect for the remainder of 2011.
