Rule 46 – Owners and Contractors Protective Liability Insurance and Principals Protective Liability (Subline Code 335)
· Changing title of endorsement CG2812 Pesticide or Herbicide Applicator Coverage to Pesticide or Herbicide Applicator – Limited Pollution Coverage.
Rule 48 – Products/Completed Operations Liability Coverage (Subline Code 336)
· Introducing new optional, CG2199 Total Pollution Exclusion for Designated Products or Work Endorsement 
· For use with the Products/Completed Operations Liability Coverage Part.  Since Cover-All does not support Pdts/Comp Ops, this form is added to the Forms Summary for manual selection.   The miscellaneous screen can be used, if necessary.
· 
Rule 56 – Increased Limits Table
· Policy limit codes are no longer displayed.  No impact.
Form notes: 
· Claims-Made, Products Completed Operations and Underground Storage Tank forms have been added to the General Liability Forms Summary for manual selection.
· No edits have been implemented for optional forms based on state eligibility.

Classification Table Revisions:
· Various changes are being made to the Classification Table to update descriptions, footnotes and to introduce two new classifications.
· 16905 – Restaurants  - Bring Your Own Alcohol Establishments – with no sale of alcoholic beverages – with table service
· 16906 - Restaurants - Bring Your Own Alcohol Establishments – with no sale of alcoholic beverages – without table service with seating.
· The notes for these class codes indicate that if Bring Your Own Alcohol is excluded, multiply the loss costs for these classifications by .95.  This .95 factor will not be supported in Cover-All.
