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Louisiana Emergency Declaration Rule 26

Emergency Rule 26 in pertinent part suspends until September 25, 2012 (i) notices of policy cancellation, nonrenewal and nonreinstatement, (ii) statutes, regulations and policy provisions that impose upon an insured a time limit within which an insured must perform any act or transmit information or funds with respect to insurance, and (iii) the cancellation, nonrenewal or reinstatement of any policy that had not become effective prior to 12:01 am on August 26, 2012.   These provisions apply to all types of insurance, and apply to surplus lines insurers as well as licensed insurers.

Attached is a copy of Louisiana Department of Insurance Emergency Rule 26 –  Initial and Amended, which has been issued in response to the declaration of a State of Emergency in Louisiana resulting from Hurricane Isaac.

The Amended Rule provides that effective as of 12:01 am on September 8, 2012, the benefits, entitlements and protections of Emergency Rule 26 are applicable only to those insureds who as of 12:01 am on August 26, 2012 resided in any of the following parishes: 

Ascension, Assumption, East Baton Rouge, East Feliciana, Iberville, Jefferson, Lafourche, Livingston, Orleans, Plaquemines, Pointe Coupee, St. Bernard, St. Charles, St. Helena, St. James, St. John, St. Mary, St. Tammany, Tangipahoa, Terrebonne, Washington, West Baton Rouge and West Feliciana.
