Title: New York City – Boiler Inspection Filing Requirement Change 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Effective July 28, 2017, the New York City Department of Buildings (DOB) will no longer accept paper filings or mass electronic submissions of annual boiler inspections currently required under Local Law 62/91.  A new electronic process is in service effective August 14, 2017 and all jurisdictional boiler inspections from July 28, 2017 forward must be filed electronically using the DOB NOW Safety Platform.  

These changes, including the jurisdictional certificate filling requirements for our insured’s purchasing Equipment Breakdown Insurance as part of their Commercial Package Policy requiring a jurisdictional boiler inspection, are fully explained within the attached document.

Subject: New York City-Filing Requirements for Boiler Inspections 


 
Effective July 28th, the New York City Department of Buildings (DOB) will no longer accept paper filings or mass 
electronic submissions of annual boiler inspections currently required under Local Law 62/91. A new electronic 
process will be placed into service on August 14th, 2017 and all inspections from July 28th going forward must be 
filed electronically using the DOB NOW Safety platform. 
 
As a result of this change there are important things to know: 
 


1) Each building must have an owner or owner’s designee registered in the system before a boiler 
inspection may be filed in the system. The DOB will NOT accept the inspection until the owner/designee 
has completed the registration process. Failure to register will result in a fine being assessed to the 
owner for the inability to complete the inspection process.  


2) The owner/designee will need to provide a full name, address, phone number and an email address 
during the registration process. Tips on how to fill out the registration can be accessed by clicking

3) Once the owner/designee has properly registered using DOB NOW and the boiler inspection has been 
filed by an HSB Inspector, an email will be automatically sent to the email address provided during the 
registration process alerting you of the inspection and any possible defects. 


4) As an owner/designee, please access the website below and complete the listed steps:

1. Go to eFiling, and click on the link to "Register for electronic filing." 
2. Fill out the Electronic Filing Account Information form. NOTE: Your address should be your mailing 


address, not the address of the building you own. 
3. Read the Agreement section, and click submit. 
4. You will get two (2) emails. Your account will not be active until you get the second email.  


a. In the first email, you must click a link to activate your account. 
b. The second email confirms that you have been enrolled. 


Once you receive the second email, your registration in eFiling will take effect the next day. You can then use 
your eFiling email and password at DOB NOW.
