Title:  Policy Forms Authorized Representative Signatories - UPDATE

On June 16, 2015, AIG Programs released Bulletin 23 which provided guidance on Policy Form Signature Endorsement usage to Program Administrators using their own proprietary systems to issue policies.  Bulletin 14 released on April 29, 2016 provided an update.  This Bulletin provides another such update.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The endorsements attached below are to be utilized on all issued policies to reflect the current President, Secretary and Authorized Representative for the respective AIG issuing company.
Please ensure that the forms attached below are being utilized on all policies when issued and replace any previous editions of these forms that may be currently in use.

Form PRG 2078 (01 17) – to be utilized for AIG Specialty Insurance Company and Lexington Insurance Company thus replacing PRG 2078 (03 16).




Form 78711 (01 17) – to be utilized for all Admitted Companies (see listing within Form) thus replacing form 78711 (03 16).



PLEASE NOTE:  For Program Administrators using CoverAll “NexGen”, the new forms will be programmed into the system and automatically included on affected policies however, NexGen users need not take any additional action until this change is implemented.
For Program Administrators using CoverAll “Classic”, due to the sun setting of the CoverAll “Classic” system in the near future, these forms will not be added to the system and users need not take any additional action.
For Program Administrators using their own proprietary policy issuance systems, please implement these forms immediately per the business rules outlined above.

Also a reminder about your Countersignature responsibilities:
Please note that form 78711 (03 16) includes wording associated with Countersignature.  Arizona, Florida, Mississippi and Nevada are the only remaining states with statutory countersignature requirements.  These requirements apply to admitted business only (not surplus lines business).  The countersignature requirement necessitates that policies issued to insureds in these states and all subsequent endorsements to that policy are signed by a duly licensed and appointed producer who is either a resident or non-resident licensee in that state.
Please note that the requirement for a countersignature is in addition to the authorized signature that is required on policies and endorsements.  Attached is a copy of Bulletin 6 for your review:

Title:  Statutory Countersignature Requirements



The purpose of this Bulletin is to provide an update on the current statutory countersignature requirements applicable for AIG Programs business.  



Arizona, Florida, Mississippi and Nevada are the only remaining states with statutory countersignature requirements.  These requirements apply to admitted business only (not surplus lines business).  The countersignature requirement necessitates that policies issued to insureds in these states and all subsequent endorsements to that policy are signed by a duly licensed and appointed producer who is either a resident or non-resident licensee in that state.

 Please note that the requirement for a countersignature is in addition to the authorized signature that is required on policies and endorsements.   



Since our company appointments are processed for producers within our Program Administrators’ offices, the countersignature requirement in the above noted states is to be fulfilled by an individual in your office who is licensed and appointed in that state.  Should you have a question as to who the currently appointed producers are in any of the above states or should you wish to have additional producers appointed, please submit your request to Paul Boris at paul.boris@aig.com.
