Title: Updated QwikNotes for Auto

Attached is a copy of the 11/10/14 Addendum to the QwikNotes for Auto. This is will be added to  the AIG Program Administrators website under the Automobile tab under QwikNotes.  If you have not already done so, go to the site today to register and gain access at http://aigprograms.net.  Please read the document thoroughly.
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The attached addendum is a revision to the Automobile QWIKNOTES issued on 4/28/14.  This revision updates Ohio & Michigan UM/UIM and provides additional guidance for MVR Guidelines.

Key changes to the document are:

UNINSURED/UNDERINSURED MOTORIST COVERAGE (pages 11-12)

Offering UM/UIM in Michigan or Ohio is not a referral to the Program Manager. Program Administrators can offer UM/UIM in these states if the insured requests UM/UIM. There are no selection/rejection forms for OH and MI, because the Company is not required to offer UM/UIM to insureds in these states. UM/UIM is an optional coverage in OH and MI and is available upon request of the insured. Do not use ISO Ohio and Michigan UM/UIM forms.  Ohio UM/UIM can only be written on form 90040 (11/05) and Michigan UM/UIM can only be written on form 90441 (11/05).
