ISO’s Communicable Disease Exclusion Endorsement (CG 21 32 05 09) (“CGL Exclusion”) 
Please be advised that some jurisdictions will require you to send a conditional renewal notice to the first named insured in accordance with state requirements.  In addition, we will require that you attach the applicable policyholder notice to the first renewal policy that contains one of these exclusions.  We have attached the CGL Exclusion and the policyholder notice below for your convenience.

Please be advised that the CGL Exclusion shown above is not approved for risks with a headquarter state of Illinois, Texas or Washington.  As such, you will not be able to attach this exclusion to an admitted policy with an Illinois, Texas or Washington headquartered named insured.
When you are required to send a conditional renewal notice to the first named insured whose policy renews with the CGL Exclusion, please use the following as the reason for the conditional renewal: 
This notice is to advise that we are agreeable to renewing this policy subject to the following: A Communicable Disease Exclusion endorsement will be added to your policy. 
For ease of use, you may add this reason to any notice of conditional renewal that you already intended to send to such insured. 
In addition, you must also attach the applicable policyholder notice to all renewal policies for the initial year of this change.   
Implementation & Availability:
For Program Administrators using Cover-All “NexGen”, for new policies quoted on or after 11/1/2020 and renewal policies effective 1/15/2021 or after:
You will need to manually select the CGL Exclusion using the Optional Provisions / Exclusions screen to add it to the policy.  You will then need to add the applicable policyholder notice using the “Add Manuscript” function within NexGen until further notice.  
For Program Administrators using their own proprietary policy issuance systems, please implement the CGL Exclusions and the corresponding policyholder notice immediately per the business rules outlined above. 
As always, you remain responsible for the issuance of legal notices of conditional renewal as discussed above.
As a reminder, you are required to use ODEN Policy Terminator, made available to you through your MyAIG.com account, to process cancellation, conditional renewal, change in policy terms and conditions and non-renewal notifications.  Use of the ODEN Policy Terminator will facilitate compliance with the requirements outlined in this correspondence.
