Title:	 Revised TRIA Coverage Forms
As a result of the most recent U.S. Government reauthorization of the Terrorism Reinsurance Insurance Act (“TRIA”), as amended, AIG has made changes to our Policyholder Disclosure Notice of Terrorism Insurance Coverage (“TRIA Disclosure Notice”) and the Federal Share of Compensation Under TRIA and Cap on Losses Endorsement (“TRIA Coverage Endorsement”) to reflect the U.S. Government’s new 80% participation percentage as of January 1, 2020.  Please see the following forms for use:
TRIA Disclosure Notice (no option to reject) – 96556 (3/20)


This form replaces the prior (1/15) version and is to be used in all States and on both an admitted and non-admitted basis.
TRIA Coverage Endorsement – 125595 (3/20)


This form replaces the prior (3/17) version and is to be used in all States except Arizona and Oklahoma on an admitted basis and is to be used in all States on a non-admitted basis.
TRIA Coverage Endorsement (Arizona) – 140503 (11/20)


This is a new form and is to be used in Arizona on an admitted basis only.


TRIA Coverage Endorsement (Oklahoma) – 127077 (4/20)


This form replaces the prior (10/17) version and is to be used in Oklahoma on an admitted basis only.
System Implementation:
These forms are in the process of being implemented in the Cover-All NexGen system.  NexGen users may continue to use the prior versions of these forms, as attached by the system, until such time as the new forms become available for use.
For Program Administrators using their own policy issuance systems, please implement these forms at your earliest opportunity in accordance with the instructions provided above.
Important Note:  AIG Programs is currently in the process of revisiting Program Administrator authority to offer and allow for the policyholder rejection of TRIA coverage.  Doing so will require Program Administrators to follow strict protocols in obtaining and retaining a signed policyholder rejection form annually and the application of a TRIA Exclusion for any policy for which TRIA coverage is rejected.  We are in the process of seeking state filing approval of the Exclusion(s) to be used for this purpose and anticipate receiving approval over the course of the next few months.  When this rejection process is to be made available to you, it will necessitate a revision to your Program Underwriting Authority Statement and your underwriting and documentation processes. We will update you accordingly.

Coverage for acts of terrorism is included in your policy. You are hereby notified that under the Terrorism Risk Insurance Act, as amended in 2015, the definition of act of terrorism has changed. As defined in Section 102(1) of the Act: The term “act of terrorism” means any act that is certified by the Secretary of the Treasury—in consultation with the Secretary of Homeland Security, and the Attorney General of the United States—to be an act of terrorism; to be a violent act or an act that is dangerous to human life, property, or infrastructure; to have resulted in damage within the United States, or outside the United States in the case of certain air carriers or vessels or the premises of a United States mission; and to have been committed by an individual or individuals as part of an effort to coerce the civilian population of the United States or to influence the policy or affect the conduct of the United States Government by coercion. Under your coverage, any losses resulting from certified acts of terrorism may be partially reimbursed by the United States Government under a formula established by the Terrorism Risk Insurance Act, as amended. However, your policy may contain other exclusions which might affect your coverage, such as an exclusion for nuclear events. Under the formula, the United States Government generally reimburses 80% beginning on January 1, 2020 of covered terrorism losses exceeding the statutorily established deductible paid by the insurance company providing the coverage. The Terrorism Risk Insurance Act, as amended, contains a $100 billion cap that limits U.S. Government reimbursement as well as insurers’ liability for losses resulting from certified acts of terrorism when the amount of such losses exceeds $100 billion in any one calendar year. If the aggregate insured losses for all insurers exceed $100 billion, your coverage may be reduced.
