Title: Proprietary Underwriting Applications
AIG Programs will approve all underwriting applications for use with our programs. Some programs utilize Acord underwriting applications and other programs make use of proprietary underwriting applications. All proprietary underwriting applications will meet the following standards:
· The most current fraud warnings for all states we are soliciting business in will be included in the underwriting application.
· Formally assigned AIG issued form number and edition date will be affixed to the underwriting application.

· The AIG issuing paper company name(s) with the correct address and logo, if applicable, will appear on the first page of the underwriting application.
· If there is a marketing title for the program, it will be followed by SM or ® in superscript format, as applicable. The program title should be consistent on all forms including the declarations page, the policy, and endorsements, as applicable.
· The word APPLICATION must appear in the program title at the top of the first page.
· Defense Costs:  If defense costs are within the limits of liability, the underwriting application should contain language in the form of a notice, in compliance with state regulations as applicable.
· Claims-Made Policies:  If the underwriting application is for a claims-made policy, the underwriting application should contain language in the form of a notice, in compliance with state regulations as applicable.
· The required statement, “MISSOURI APPLICANTS NEED NOT REPLY” will appear after any question regarding the applicant's history of cancelled or non-renewed coverage.
· All underwriting applications must be dated and signed by the applicant.

· Designated lines are required for applicant and producer signatures at the end of the underwriting application.  
· Designated blank space is required in Florida for the Agent’s Name and License Number at the end of the underwriting application.
· Designated blank space is required in Iowa for the Producer’s Name and License Number at the end of the underwriting application.
· Supplemental underwriting applications and questionnaires must be reviewed and approved by AIG counsel. Any supplemental underwriting application, questionnaire or statement of value which is critical in the underwriting of the account must be signed by the applicant.

· The Utah Addendum to Applications – Form No. 60378 (5-94) is required for soliciting business in Utah or a Utah specific application is required, stating, “The Application and all relevant documents will be attached to the policy at the time of delivery.”
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· The underwriting application must be filed for admitted use in certain required jurisdictions.
· All legal/marketing disclaimers must be reviewed and approved by AIG counsel.
· All co-branding of underwriting applications with Program Administrators must be reviewed and approved by AIG counsel.
· Competitor underwriting applications are not a substitute for underwriting applications approved and required for the program.
· The use of electronic signatures on applications is acceptable unless the specific program underwriting guidelines state otherwise.
All policies and certificates must have a signed completed underwriting application in the underwriting file.
