The SUM limits stated in this SUM endorsement; or 


b.
If the bodily injury results in death, we will provide SUM limits of the higher of the SUM limits stated in this SUM endorsement, or $50,000 for such bodily injury resulting in death sustained by one person as the result of any one accident and, subject to this per person limit, $100,000 for such bodily injury resulting in death sustained by two or more persons as the result of any one accident.

Maximum SUM Payments
Regardless of the number of insureds, our maximum payment under this SUM endorsement shall be the difference between: 


a.
The SUM limits; and 



b.
The motor vehicle bodily injury liability insurance or bond payments received by the insured or the insured's legal representative, from or on behalf of all persons that may be legally liable for the bodily injury sustained by the insured. 

The SUM limit shown in this SUM endorsement for "Each Person" is the amount of coverage for all damages due to bodily injury to one person. The SUM limit shown under "Each Accident" is, subject to the limit for each person, the total amount of coverage for all damages due to bodily injury to two or more persons in the same accident.
