· Unlike other approved states, New York does not have rating factors that apply when the Ridesharing Option checkbox is selected. There is no rating associated with this circular.

· The Delivery Option checkbox field is not applicable to New York and is hidden on the vehicle screen. Only the Ridesharing Option is valid for New York.

· The Ridesharing Option is not applicable for vehicles used for transportation network services in New York City. Due to this, the field will have the following label only for NY state:

· Is this vehicle used to provide prearranged transportation services through an online-enabled application or digital network within New York state, but outside of New York City?
