· With this circular, ISO is revising the form CA2153 – “Illinois Uninsured Motorists Property Damage” to the 0123 edition. Previous edition was 0822.

Several changes are included with the new edition CA21530123:

1. Form CA2153 is no longer a static form. ISO has added a form schedule, and mapping for the Policy Number. 

The form schedule will be mapping four values:

· Description Of Vehicle: In base, we will be mapping each vehicle's Vehicle number, Year Make Model

· Premium For Uninsured Motorists Coverage Property Damage: Vehicle premium.

· Each "Accident" Limit of Insurance: UMPD Limit per vehicle

· Each "Accident" Deductible: UMPD Deductible per vehicle

2. Due to the new form schedule, a supplement has been created for form CA21530123, and will generate when four or more Illinois vehicles on the policy have UMPD coverage. When three or fewer Illinois vehicles on the policy have UMPD coverage, the vehicle information will map to the form.
3. Base form attachment criteria is not changing with this circular.

In addition, below changes are adopted:
1) UMPD coverage and Collision coverage can now be selected together on the same vehicle.

With this circular, ISO is changing that to a MAXIMUM 250 USD deductible.

To accommodate this, we have added a mandatory deductible field for Illinois UMPD coverage. The field will have a lookup with one base option: 250 USD.

Also, we added a UMPD deductible factor to the Illinois UMPD base algorithms. In base, the factor associated with 250 USD is 1.
