· Optional Class Plan (OCP) Liability and Physical Damage loss costs were updated for Trucks, Tractors, and Trailers, Private Passenger Types, Public Autos.

Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Iowa, Michigan, Montana, North Dakota, Texas
· Commercial Auto 2022 multistate loss costs and rules have been implemented.
· ISO State Insurance Manual (SIM) has all Commercial Auto Rating converted to Optional Class Plan (OCP) with rule renumbering.  Previous ISO rules 1 - 119 have been renumbered as 201 - 319.
· All vehicle types (TTT, PPT, Public, Zone, Special Types), all Additional Coverages, and Auto Dealers locations and coverages, will rate as OCP. Also, Medical Payments and Personal Injury Protection will now rate as OCP. Uninsured Motorists and associated coverages have minimal if any changes.
· NON_OCP loss costs are being phased out by ISO and are now referred to as Legacy loss costs.

Alaska, Michigan, Texas
· (ILF - Deductible) factor has been included as part of the rating algorithm of Non-Owned Liability Coverage for "Partnership Liability" and "Volunteer Liability" and for Location algorithm of Auto Dealer.
Georgia 
· Liability and Physical Damage loss costs (ISO Rule 25) have been updated for Zone-Rated vehicles.  
· The following revised manual rules for Zone-Rated coverages have been implemented. 
· Rule 23: Trucks, Tractors and Trailers Classifications
· Rule 24: Truckers/Motor Carriers (Trailer Interchange)
· Rule 25: Premium Development - Zone-Rated Autos

· Policy:  If you have a policy that is effective 10/1/2023 and after that has not been booked; you should process a “Redo”, finish All from the header screen, and the system will apply the correct surcharge.
· Booked policies:  If you have a policy that is effective 10/1/2023 and after that was already booked prior to this change being installed, you should process a “nil” endorsement on the policy and the system will apply the correct surcharge.
· Form 118477 0315 “Estimated Taxes, Assessments and Surcharges” is on all policies and justifies the inclusion of this surcharge even though a quote may have been bound or policy has been booked.
