If the form is not found, the “Select All” option may need to be checked off.  In the meantime, please manually delete auto attached ISO forms of CP 0320 (Multiple Deductible Form Fixed Dollar Deductible) and/or CP 0321 (Windstorm or Hail Percentage Deductible) via the Forms tab when auto attaching by the system.

This is a temporary work around until we amend the system to auto attach the form when this coverage is selected.

· NH Windstorm or Hail Deductible Endorsement Form 121936 1017

For the state of New Hampshire, this form is being added for Companies 01, 02, 06 when Windstorm or Hail Deductible is selected and any of the states on the policy are listed as New Hampshire.  

The user needs to follow the same instruction provided in the second paragraph from the above for Form 90610 0917 to manually add form 121936 1017 and delete ISO form(s) until the system is amended to auto attach it.

· Windstorm or Hail Deductible Endorsement with Named Storm Definition Form 100382 0917

· SC Notice To Policyholder Windstorm or Hail with Named Storm Percentage Deductible  121937 1017

For the state of South Carolina, this new policyholder notice is being introduced when Windstorm or Hail Deductible is selected on new business policies.  It is positioned in the document package between Common Policy Declaration and Property Declaration.

· SC Notice To Policyholder Windstorm or Hail with Named Storm Percentage Deductible  Renewal Acknowledgement 121938 1017

For the state of South Carolina, this new policyholder notice is being introduced when Windstorm or Hail Deductible is selected on renewals.  It is positioned in the document package between the Common Policy Declaration and Property Declaration.

Please be aware of the following known defects regarding these two new SC policyholder notices until a fix is delivered in a future release:

· Both SC policyholder notices auto attach regardless new business policies or renewals when Windstorm or Hail Deductible is selected.

· No SC policyholder notice auto attaches when a new business policy or renewal contains only Building coverage(s) with Windstorm or Hail Deductible being selected at a location.
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
