General Liability
All States
· The following changes have been implemented to make the policies Auditable by default:
· Audit frequency is set to Annual by default on any new quote/policy and any renewal transaction on the policy screen. You will be allowed to change it to Semiannual, Quarterly, Monthly & Non-Auditable manually.

· On Commercial Package screen, General Liability is default selected with Audit option checked if Audit Frequency is set to Annual, Semiannual, Quarterly or Monthly on Quote/ Policy Information screen for Commercial Package Policy.

· All GL Classifications will have Auditable checkbox checked, if Audit Frequency is set to Annual, Semiannual, Quarterly or Monthly on Quote/ Policy Information screen for Commercial Package Policy.

· On Quote for Renewal or Renewal, this default mapping is Annual for Audit Frequency, irrespective of the selection for Audit Frequency on previous transactions.

Known Issue:

· Auditable checkbox is not getting auto selected on GL class code screens if the user is changing the Audit Frequency value from non-auditable to auditable. This issue arises when the below scenario/steps have happened on a policy.

1. System defaults the audit frequency and GL class codes as auditable.

2. User changes one of the class codes as non-auditable (manually) on the Prem/Prod screen.

3. User then changes the audit frequency to ‘non-auditable’ but then goes back and changes it back to ‘auditable’.  We realize this is an unlikely scenario, but wanted to share our findings.
· The system currently retains the class code audit status from step 2 as ‘non-auditable’ and does not reset it even though the audit frequency at the policy screen is ‘auditable’.
To fix this the user would need to select that class code on the Prem/Prod screen as ‘auditable’ manually.

· When Subject Property Limit on Equipment Breakdown screen is more than $ 100 million, system displays the following error message "Your property total insured value exceeds $100 million; please submit for approval to your program manager" and "Override Subject Property Limit" field becomes mandatory.

· Known Issue:  System currently uses Annual Premiums instead of Term Premium for the specified time periods of Peak Season and Vacancy Permit Coverages to calculate the Terrorism premium and Taxes, Fees, and Surcharges.  The issue is being addressed by Majesco for a fix.
