General Liability

All States

· The “Choose Each Occurrence Limit” look-up tables for BI and PD now display the values correctly on the Prem & Prod screen per ISO Rule Table 56.B.1 and 56.B.6.

· At Audit, dependent coverages (e.g., Optional Provision by factor, Additional Interest, Injury to Leased Workers) will not generate a premium if there is no change on the parent coverage.

· The following changes have been made to Majesco’s base functionality for Liquor Liability coverage on CG 0033 and CG 0034 (Program Administrators are not authorized to use the CGL option):
· Liquor Liability coverage screen
· Select the limits for all states here. These limits are now applicable for states other than CT, IL, MN and UT.  You must now select limits for these states on the State Specific Coverages screens.
· State Specific Coverages screen
· Select the State (CT, IL, MN, or UT) and then check the box for "Does risk need Liquor Limits" to see the liquor limit fields.  This new functionality was meant to prevent the exception limits from displaying on other risk States' liquor limits.

· In all instances, the rating for liquor liability is correct.  What we are seeing are limit mapping issue to two of the four forms.  
· Here is what you will see:

· CT – the Each Person and Each Common Cause limits are defaulted to the state’s maximum statutory limit available and grayed out.  You can select only the Aggregate limit on this screen.  Even though the Each Common Cause limit was grayed out on this screen and set at the state max, when you see the endorsement (CG 2857), it is picking up the all other states Each Common Cause limit that was selected on the main Liquor screen.  To correct this, you will have to utilize a Word version of CG 2857 to correct the Each Common Cause limit back to the $250,000 limit, upload that to the policy and delete the system generated version of the form. 

· IL - the limits for Each Person BI, PD, Loss of Means of Support or Loss of Society are all shown on the screen and grayed out, these cannot be changed.  You can select only the Aggregate limit on this screen.  Illinois caps the Aggregate at $1,00,000.  On the dec page you will see the Each Common Cause limit for all other states showing.  The CG 3122 endorsement does complete correctly.

· MN – the state specific question changes slightly, you are asked if you need “higher limits”.  The screen shows you the minimum limits that can be sold in MN, you then can select higher limits.  The grayed out limits cannot be changed on this screen.  On the dec page you will not see the limits that were grayed out on the screen, in addition, the dec page is showing a $0 limit for the Other Pecuniary Loss Common Cause Limit.  The endorsement (CG 2997) will not have any limits printing.  You will have to delete the system generated form, complete a Word version of CG 2997, and upload that to the policy.  There is no way to correct the dec page issue at this time.  This is a high severity bug and has been reported to Majesco.  

· UT – the Per Person and Each Common Cause are grayed out as those are set by state statute, so you can only select the Aggregate Limit.  The endorsement (CG 3123) prints correctly.  

· If CT, IL, MN or UT are the only states on policy, the Liquor screen will show message 'To modify Limits, please visit State Specific Coverages Screen'.

· Once Each Common Cause Limit is selected, the Aggregate Limit field will be enabled and the user can select a value from the Lookup (Aggregate Limit lookup will show those limits which are valid combinations of Each Common Cause Limit). Alternately, Each Common Cause Limit and Aggregate Limit can be entered manually when there is no match with a lookup value.  This condition will generate 'There is no information to display' message.

· System was not displaying the default limit of $25,000 for the following coverages on Property performance product(P3) form when 'Do you need to change Sublimit options' checkbox was not checked on Equipment Breakdown screen. This issue has been fixed and the following default limits will print on the P3 forms.
