Per the rule, return premium amounts of $5 or less may be waived. To Waive Return premium amounts of $5 or less added Waive Premium record ($5 - Florida) into IEL_MIC_CP_WAIVE_RULES

Rule verbiage updated to reflect a short rate cancellation can be applied when the insured cancels a policy.
