		Texas is catching up on Earthquake filings:

		LI-CF-2023-125 forms filing CF-2023-ODEQF introducing multistate flat-dollar deductible options for earthquake/volcanic eruption.

		LI-CF-2023-126 rules filing CF-2023-RDEQR which revises Commercial Property multistate rules to reflect various enhancements pertaining to Earthquake coverage and state-specific rules and territories as a result of a related review of Earthquake loss costs.

		LI-CF-2023-127 loss cost filing CF-2023-REQL1 providing loss costs for revised Building classes and Earthquake territories and revising the Earthquake Personal Property rating procedure

		Effective 10/1/2024, Texas is adopting flat-dollar deductible options for earthquake/volcanic eruption. Once adopted, the UI will have the option for selection of Amount for Earthquake Deductible Type. Deductibles range from $500 to $1,000,000. Rate modification factors at each deductible amount vary based on deductible tier, building class and total property value. Refer to circular for more details.

		Rule 73 Causes of Loss - Earthquake Form:

		Paragraph 73.D.2.a. is amended to indicate that all rates for property damage coverage are based on a base deductible percentage in lieu of a mandatory deductible percentage:

		A base deductible of 5% is being introduced for all building classes to replace the mandatory deductible of 5% or 10%

		Field 'Earthquake Mandatory Deductible %' will no longer display

		Field 'Earthquake Base Deductible %' will be displayed with 5%

		Revised Building classifications and descriptions are being introduced and old classifications expired.

		(1) Wood Frame Buildings: Class A1

		(2) Metal Buildings: Class B1

		(3) Steel Frame Buildings: Class C1

		(4) Reinforced Concrete Buildings, Combined Reinforced Concrete And Structural Steel Buildings: Classes D1, D2, D3

		(5) Concrete Brick Or Block Buildings: Classes E1, E2, E3

		Table 73.D.4.c Class 7 - Special Structures has been updated to show revised building classifications and 5% base deductible for all classes.

		Table 73.D.4.d Masonry Veneer Coverage factors has been revised to include two ranges now instead of three. 10% to 50% ; Over 50% (only applicable to class A1)

		Table 73.F Personal Property Index - Earthquake Insurance is deleted and replaced with four (4) new Earthquake Content Grades. Descriptions have been added for Personal Property Rate Grades 1, 2, 3 and 4.

		Rule 73.E.1.a.(3) is amended to delete the 1.25 factor for Roof Tank Hazard and add a new provision for the application of rating factors as respects Soft Story.

		The Texas state exception to Rule 73.E.1.a.(3) which deals with natural ground and roof tank is no longer applicable and is being deleted.

		Roof Tank Hazard field on the Loc X Bldg X screen will no longer be displayed.

		Texas-specific fields 'Building located on other than firm ground or natural ground' and 'Building located in an intermediate Hazard area' will no longer be displayed.

		A new checkbox for 'Soft Story' has been added to the Earthquake Information on the Loc X Bldg X screen.

		If selected, the corresponding Soft Story factor will be applied to Building and Personal Property.

		Table 73.E.1.b Story Modification factors has been updated to a factor of 1.00 regardless of number of stories. This reflects that the Earthquake rate factor for TIME ELEMENT coverage does not vary by the number of building stories.

		The state exception to Rule 73.G. TERRITORY ASSIGNMENT has been deleted. Before, Texas EQ rating was based on ZONE, now ISO is introducing ZIP Code based territory pages to reflect the new territory based earthquake loss costs being introduced in companion filing CF-2023- REQL1. Refer to new Tables #1-33(T) ZIP Codes.

		Rule 74. Other Causes Of Loss Forms. ISO is deleting the state exception to F.4.c(1) introduced in the supplement to filing CF-2016-RRU16. The multistate rule and corresponding Table 74.F.4.c.(1)(a) Coinsurance Modification Factors - Earthquake Sprinkler Leakage74.A will now apply.

		3) The display for 'Transmission Lines, Tramway Tower' has been updated to 'Transmission Lines Or Tramway Tower'.

		Implemented below Rating updates:

		1) When the user selects 'Radio And TV Towers (Steel) - Not Over 75 Feet In Height Located On Buildings; Note: Building Class & Building Deductible Applies', the Earthquake Special Building Class will no longer be set to C1. Instead, it will be automatically set equal to the Earthquake Building Class from LOC x BLDG x, Earthquake Information.

		2) In the case of a Special Class only policy, the system will allow the user to select the "Earthquake Special Building Class" from a lookup, if they choose 'Radio And TV Towers (Steel) - Not Over 75 Feet In Height Located On Buildings; Note: Building Class & Building Deductible Applies'.
