· Risk that do not use artificial odorant to detect gas leaks as required by the PHMSA pipeline safety regulations (49 CFR) – (Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) for natural gas operators). 
· Risk with excessive grade 1 leaks (gas companies). - The PHMSA Office of Pipeline Safety classifies gas leaks using the CGI (Combustible gas indicator) method. The following grade definitions are to be used:
· Grade 3 leaks – 0%-15% CGI – A grade 3 leak is non-hazardous at the time of detection and can be reasonably expected to remain non-hazardous. Grade 3 leaks should be reevaluated during the next scheduled visit or within 15 month of the date reported whichever is first.
· Grade 2 leaks – 15% to 75% CGI – A grade 2 leak is recognized as being non-hazardous at the time of detection, but justifies scheduled repair based on probable future hazard. Grade 2 leaks should be repaired or cleared within one calendar year but no later than 15 months from date the leak is reported. 
· Grade 1 leaks – 75% - 100% CGI – A grade 1 leak represents an existing or probable hazard to persons or property, and requires immediate repair or continuous action until the conditions are no longer hazardous. Grade 1 leaks require prompt action to protect life and property, and continuous action until the conditions are no longer hazardous.
· Any operations involved in the manufacturing, processing or production of gas (LPG, natural or manufactured), oil (petroleum), steamed heat or cooled air.

· For flood and/or earth movement if there is an increase in limit(s) or decrease in deductible(s); or
· Windstorm in a “wind control zone” (unless otherwise provided in the written approval); or
· If the key amount subject increases by more than 10% above the approved amount subject limit; or
· Any amount subject value over $40,000,000.

· All large pipeline expansion projects and/or construction of residential projects of more than 10 residences in one development must be excluded.  Forms CG 2134 and CG 2153 will be attached to all risks with the appropriate fill in wording.  These projects must be insured elsewhere during construction.
· Receipt of current, valid Certificates of Insurance, Indemnification Agreements, Additional Insured Status whenever risk contracts with outside firms for services. Required Limits of Liability will be equal to or greater than $1,000,000 occ/$2,000,000
· The following are additional underwriting criteria CNG Refueling Stations must meet:
· The CNG refueling station must be part of an existing Natural Gas Distribution Account.  The CNG Refueling station must be operated by the Named Insured. 
·  Standalone stations are ineligible
· Repair or Maintenance of CNG vehicles and tanks are ineligible
· Transportation and delivery of CNG is ineligible.
· LPG refueling stations are ineligible
· 
· CNG refueling stations and it’s staff qualifications must meet NPFA 52 standards
· All operations associated with construction, renovation or CNG refueling stations are ineligible

· THE UMBRELLA POLICY CANNOT BE EXTENDED OVER THE POLLUTION EXCLUSION FORM 97059 or the FAILURE TO SUPPLY COVERAGE FORM 97060 TO PROVIDE HIGHER LIMITS

MVR Ordering Guidelines: 
New business:
· Fewer than 30 drivers - MVR’s should be ordered on all drivers within 5 days of binding and reviewed for acceptability within 10 days of binding. . 
· 30 or more drivers -  MVRs should be ordered on 30 drivers or a minimum of 25% of all drivers within 10 days of binding and review within 30 days. PMs may have the option to request a higher % if there are adverse trends and they may want to see more drivers reviewed
Renewals:
· MVR's should be ordered for all new drivers based on driver list updates.   When Renewal applications sent – only request a list of new drivers only.  Also MVRs should be pulled on 25% of the remaining drivers on expiring
· Based on current MVR guidelines, the PA is required to identify Type A or B violations, DUI, Reckless driving; etc. Unacceptable drivers are either excluded or a signed "no drive" letter should be obtained
· MVR's should be ordered every 3rd year for all drivers so a complete drivers list will need to be obtained.
· An MVR Grid will only be completed every 3rd year to include all drivers
· As noted above if a "clean driver" has a major violation during the policy term, it is a referral to the PM. With the PA's input, a decision is made to put them on MVR watch - (quarterly or, semi-annual). They can then be reviewed at renewal to decide if they should be excluded or a signed no driver letter should be obtained.
· On accounts with NO owned autos but requesting non-owned coverage MVRs must be ordered on ALL drivers using their own vehicles for company business.
· Fleets of more than 25 vehicles must be referred to the company.
