eStart:  Corporate Structure Explanation and Procedures
In order for accounts to be in a corporate structure the ownership must be greater than 50.1%.   Many times individuals are involved in more than one business however they do not own more than 50.1% and therefore they are considered to be affiliates and single locations.  These accounts are currently correct as being single locations.  Should there be proof that the ownership is greater than the 50% then please send the information to the Shell Resolution Team and they will forward to Dun & Bradstreet for investigation.

It is understood that applications received sometimes contain multiple names, and users must realize when they search for one of the names and the account number is classified as a single location they need to search for the other name as well and utilize the additional name feature.

World base:  

A separate database containing account numbers of companies which are single locations that have less than 10 employees, and companies with which Chartis currently does not have a relationship. 

Single location: 

A business entity that does not report to any other location and does not have any other location reporting to it.    

Top HQ:  

The highest ranking company in a corporate structure.

Parent:  

A business entity with controlling interest in another company through ownership of a majority (more than 50%) of its stock. 

Branch  

A branch is a secondary location for which its headquarters has legal responsibility 

Subsidiary 

A corporation with more than 50% of its stock owned by another business, a subsidiary may be located at the same address as its parent.
