PERSONAL INJURY PROTECTION COVERAGE SELECTION FORM

Personal Injury Protection Coverage means the disability (work loss) benefits, funeral benefits, medical benefits, rehabilitation benefits, substitution benefits and survivors' benefits required to be provided in motor vehicle liability insurance policies pursuant to Kansas law.
