A.	It is hereby agreed and understood that any cancellation provision of this policy is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:
Cancellation
1. 	The first Named Insured shown in the Declarations may cancel this policy by mailing or delivering to us advance written notice of cancellation.
2. 	We may cancel this policy by mailing or delivering written notice of cancellation to the first Named Insured shown in the Declarations.  If we cancel, cancellation will not be effective unless such notice of cancellation is received by the first Named Insured at least:
a. 	10 days before the effective date of cancellation if we cancel for nonpayment of premium; or
b. 	14 days before the effective date of cancellation if we cancel for any other reason.
3. 	We will mail or deliver our notice to the first Named Insured's last mailing address known to us.
4. 	Notice of cancellation to the first Named Insured will state the effective date of and the reasons for cancellation. The policy period will end on that date.
5. 	If this policy is cancelled, we will send the first Named Insured any premium refund due. If we cancel, the refund will be pro rata. If the first Named Insured cancels, the refund may be less than pro rata. The cancellation will be effective even if we have not made or offered a refund.
6. 	A post office certificate of mailing to the first Named Insured at the last known mailing address will be conclusive proof of receipt of notice on the fifth calendar day after mailing. 
B.	It is hereby agreed and understood that any nonrenewal provision of this policy is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:
Nonrenewal
If we decide not to renew this policy, we will mail or deliver notice of nonrenewal to the first Named Insured shown in the Declarations. Nonrenewal will not be effective unless such notice of nonrenewal is received by the first Named Insured at least 30 days before the expiration date of the policy. A post office certificate of mailing to the first Named Insured at the last known mailing address will be conclusive proof of receipt of notice on the fifth calendar day after mailing.

All other terms and conditions of the policy remain the same.
