WHAT IS A D&B BLOCK
Each account has its own Dunn & Bradstreet number, but when there is a Top Headquarters or a Parent company, there can be 3 or more D&B #’s associated with one account.  

Your account has an Individual D&B number, a Parent D&B # and a Top HQ D&B number, which are all distinct.  

The reason a submission is D&B blocked is because the Parent and/or Top HQ D&B # is the same as one of the D&B #’s on your submission.  

While the accounts are completely separate and have their own D&B number, and are expected to procure their own independent insurance, the E-Start system sees them as being part of the whole, and therefore blocks the entire account.
When agreeing to release such a block, as a precaution, you may ask the blocked u/w to confirm in writing that they will specifically exclude your account from their quote, that way there can be no misunderstanding of exactly what part of the account they are quoting.
I hope this helps explain this matter to you, and will allow you to respond quickly on these requests.
